AN ACT

HB 284

Amending the act of November 10, 1965 (P. L. 835), entitled “An act providing
pensionsfor surviving spousesof police officers in cities of the secondclass A under
certain terms and conditions, and providing for contributions by membersof the
police pensionor retirementfund and appropriationsby the city for that purpose,”
deleting requirementsof minimum service of member of the fund and minimum
age of the surviving spouse.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(b) of section 1 andsection2, act of No-
vember10, 1965 (P. L. 835), entitled “An actproviding pensionsfor
surviving spousesof policeofficers in cities of the secondclassA under
certain terms and conditions, and providing for contributions by
membersof the policepensionor retirementfund andappropriations
by the city for that purpose,”areamendedto read:

Section 1. * * *

(b) Thepensionto be paidto suchsurviving spouseshallbegin on
the first day of the month in which the deathof the deceasedspouse
occurs [or the first day of the monl;h following the surviving spouse’s
attainmentof the age of forty-five, whichever is later,] and shall
continueto and terminateupon the deathof such surviving spouse,
unless such surviving spouseshall remarry, in which event the
paymentof the survivor’s pensionshallthereuponbe terminated.

* * *

Section 2. (a) In any city of the second class A, a surviving
spouseof any active member of the police pension or retirement
fundwho:

(1) At thetime of his deathwas in activeservicewith thecity; and
(2) Had elected to be governedby the provisionsof this act [and
(3) Had completedat leasttwelve and one-halfyears’ service;]

shallbe entitled to survivorshipbenefitsequalto fifty per centumof
the pensionwhich would havebeenpayableto such active member
hadhe retiredat the dateof his death:Provided,That such employe
shall havebeenmarried to his spousefor not less than five years
prior to thedateof his deathand thatthe spousewasdependentupon
such deceasedemployeat the time of his death.

(b) Such surviving spouseshall be entitled to receivepayments
commencingthe first day of the ]nonth next following the deathof
the deceasedspouse[or upon the first day of the month when the
surviving spouseattains the age of forty-five, whichever is later,]
andsuchpaymentshallcontinueto and terminateupon the deathof
suchsurvivingspouse:Provided,however,Thatin the eventthat such
surviving spouseshall remarry,thepaymentof the survivorshippen-
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sion shall thereuponbe terminated.
(c) The word “pension” as used in this section shall be construed

to meanthe sum of the pensionplus the amount of service incre-
ments,if any, to which the deceasedmemberof the policepensionor
retirement fund would havebeenentitled had he retired upon the
dateof his death.

(d) Whenany surviving spousereceivespaymentsunder the pro-
visions of this section,such surviving spouseshall not be entitled to
any withdrawal of contributionsmade into the police pensionor re-
tirement fund by the deceasedemployes,nor shall the estateof the
deceasedbe entitled to a refund of saidcontributions.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amendingthe act of May 2, 1889 (P. L. 66), entitled “An act defining and regulating
escheatsin caseswhereproperty is without a lawful owner, andproviding for more
convenientproceedingsrelative to the same,” further providing for the escheatand
disposition of bicycles.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection (f) of section 3, act of May 2, 1889
(P. L. 66), entitled “An actdefiningandregulatingescheatsin cases
where property is without a lawful owner, and providing for more
convenientproceedingsrelativeto the same,”addedDecember8, 1965
(P.L. 1055),is amendedto read:

Section 3 * * *

(f) This section shall not apply to bicycles. Where the rightful
owner thereofis unknownfor aperiodof [two years]six monthsthe

bicycleshallbe turnedover to thegoverningbody of the municipality
or townshipwhich haspossession.Dispositionshallbe madein accord-
ancewith the provisions relating to the disposition of surplusper-
sonalproperty, or the governingbody may, by resolution,donatethe

bicycles to acharitableorganization.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
