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AN ACT

HB 552

Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act consolidating and
revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code, the Motor Vehicle Financial Re-
sponsibility Act and other acts relating to the ownership, possessionand use of
vehicles and tractors,” changingthe penalty for operating any motor vehicle or
tractor without a licenseas an operatoror learnerand adding a penalty for viola-
tion of a restrictionnoted on the license.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section601, actof April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), knownas
“The Vehicle Code,” amendedAugust 27, 1963 (P. L. 1353), is
amendedto read:

Section 601. OperatorsMustBe Licensed.—(a) No person,except

those expresslyexemptedunder this act, shall operate any motor
vehicle or tractoruponahighwayin this Commonwealth,unlesssuch
personhasbeenlicensedas an operatoror a learnerby the depart-
mentundertheprovisionsof this act. [No personwhohasbeenissued
a restrictedlicenseto operatemotor vehicles or tractorsby the sec-
retary shalloperateanymotor vehicleor tractor in violation of such
restrictions.]

Penalty.—Anypersonviolating anyof the provisionsof subsection

(a) of this section,shall, upon summaryconviction beforea magis-

tratefor a first offensebe sentencedto paya fine of [twenty-five dol-
lars ($25.00)] fifty dollars ($50.00)andcostsof prosecution,and, in

default of the paymentthereof,shall undergoimprisonmentfor not
morethan [five (5)] ten (10) days,andfor the secondandanysubse-

quentoffense,shallbe guilty of a misdemeanor,and,upon conviction
thereofin acourt of quartersessions,shallbe sentencedto paya fine
of not lessthanone hundreddollars ($100) andnot more than five
hundreddollars ($500) and costsof prosecution,or to undergo im-
prisonmentfor not morethan three (3) years,or both suchfine and
imprisonment.

No personchargedwith violating this [section] subsection(a) shall

be convictedif he producesin court or at the office of the arresting
officer an operator’slicenseor learner’spermit theretoforeissuedto
him andvalid in Pennsylvaniaat the time of his arrest.

(b) No personwho hasbeenissueda restrictedlicenseto operate

motor vehiclesor tractorsby the secretaryshalloperateany motor
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vehicleor tractor in violation of suchrestrictions.

Penalty.—Anypersonviolating the provisionsof subsection(b) of

this section shall upon summaryconviction before a magistratebe

sentencedto paya fine of ten dollars ($10.00) andcostsof prosecution

,

and, in default of paymentthereof, shall undergo imprisonmentfor

not morethanfive (5) days.

Section 2. This actshall take effect immediately.

SB 411

Providing for the incorporationas public instrumentalities of the Commonwealthand
as bodies corporateandpolitic of industrial developmentauthoritiesfor municipal-
ities, counties and townships; prescribing the rights, powers and duties of such
authoritieshereafterincorporated;authorizing such authorities to acquire, by gift
or purchase, to construct, improve and maintain industrial developmentprojects,
andto borrow money and issue bonds therefor; providing for the paymentof such
bonds and giving security therefor, and prescribingthe rights of the holders of
such bonds; authorizing the lease or sale of industrial development projects to
industrial, manufacturingor researchand developmententerprises;authorizing any
county, municipality or township to transfer or convey to such authorities, any
facilities or property available for industrial developmentprojects; exempting the
property and securitiesof such authoritiesfrom taxation; authorizingsuch author-
ities to enterinto contractswith and to acceptgrantsfrom the FederalGovernment
or any agencythereof;and providing for approval by the Secretaryof Commerce
of the proceedingsrelating to industrial developmentprojects of such authorities.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. This act shall be known and maybe cited as the “In-
dustrial DevelopmentAuthority Law.”

Section 2. Findings and Declarationof Policy.—It is herebyde-
terminedanddeclaredas amatter of legislativefinding:

(1) That economicinsecuritydueto unemploymentis at any timea
seriousmenaceto the health, safety, moralsand generalwelfare of
the peopleof the Commonwealthand that a high level of unemploy-
mentandlack of businessopportunityarethreatsto the strengthand
permanenceof American political andeconomicinstitutionsand the
philosophyof freedomon which thoseinstitutionsare based;

(2) That aminimum level of unemploymentand amaximumlevel
