Amendingthe act of June 22, 1931 (P. L. 594), entitled “An act establishing certain
township roads as Statehighways; authorizingtheir construction,maintenance,and
improvementunder certain conditions and restrictions; limiting the obligation of
the Commonwealthin the construction of certain structureslocatedon such high-
ways;conferringcertainpowersupon the I)epartmentof Highwaysandlocal author-
ities, persons,associationsand corporationsfor sharingthe cost of the maintenance
and constructionof suchhighways; and making an appropriationto carry out the
provisions of said act,” deletinga route in CentreCounty.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section1. The following route establishedby theact of June22,
1931 (P. L. 594), entitled “An act establishingcertain township
roads as State highways; authorizing their construction,mainte-
nance, and improvementunder certain conditionsand restrictions;
limiting the obligation of the Commonwealthin the construction
of certain structureslocatedon such highways; conferringcertain
powersupon the Departmentof Highwaysandlocal authorities,per-
sons,associationsandcorporationsfor sharingthecost of themainte-
nanceand constructionof suchhighways;andmaking anappropria-
tion to carry out the provisionsof saidact,” is deletedto read:
