SB 198

Amending the act of May 2, 1945 (P. L. 382), entitled “An act providing for the
incorporation as bodies corporate and politic of ‘Authorities’ for municipalities,
countiesandtownships;prescribingthe rights, powersanddutiesof such Authorities
heretoforeor hereafterincorporated;authorizingsuch Authorities to acquire, con-
struct, improve, maintainandoperateprojects,andto borrow money andissue bonds
therefor; providing for the paymentof such bonds, and prescribing the rights of
the holders thereof; conferring the right of eminent domain on such Authorities;
authorizingsuch Authorities to enter into contractswith andto accept grants from
the FederalGovernmentor any agencythereof;andconferring exclusivejurisdiction
on certaincourtsover rates,” regulating contractproceduresandadvertisingfor bids.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section1. SubsectionsA andB of section10, actof May 2, 1945
(P. L. 382), known as the “Municipality Authorities Act of 1945,”
amendedMay 6, 1957 (P. L. 112) areamendedto read:

Section10. Competitionin Award of Contracts.—A.All construc-
tion, reconstruction,repairsor work of anynaturemadeby any Au-
thority, wherethe entire cost, valueor amountof suchconstruction,
reconstruction,repairsor work, including labor and materials,shall
exceed[onethousanddollars ($1000)] onethousandfive hundreddol-

lars ($1500), except construction, reconstruction,repairs or work

doneby employesof saidAuthority, or by laborsuppliedunderagree-
mentwith any Federalor Stateagency,with suppliesand materials
purchasedas hereinafterprovided,shall be done only under contract
or contractsto be enteredinto by the Authority with the lowest
responsiblebidderuponproperterms,afterduepublicnoticehasbeen
given askingfor competitivebids as hereinafterprovided. No con-
tract shall be enteredinto for constructionor improvementor repair
of anyproject or portion thereof,unlessthe contractorshall give an
undertakingwith a sufficient surety or sureties approved by the
Authority, and in an amountfixed by the Authority, for the faithful
performanceof the contract.All such contractsshall provide among
other things that the personor corporationentering into suchcon-
tract with the Authority will pay for all materials furnished and
servicesrenderedfor the performanceof the contract,and that any
personor corporation furnishing such materialsor renderingsuch
servicesmay maintainan action to recoverfor the sameagainstthe
obligor in the undertaking,as thoughsuchpersonor corporationwas
namedtherein,provided the action is broughtwithin one yearafter
the time the causeof actionaccrued.Nothing in this sectionshallbe
construedto limit the powerof the Authority to construct,repair or
improveanyprojector portion thereof,or any addition,bettermentor
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extensionthereto,directly by the officers, agentsandemployesof the
Authority, or otherwisethan by contract.

B. All supplies and materials costing [one thousand dollars
($1,000)] onethousandfive hundreddollars ($1500),or more, shall

be purchasedonly after due advertisementas hereinafterprovided.
Authority shallacceptthe lowestbid or bids, kind, quality andmate-
rial being equal,but the Authority shall havethe right to reject any
or all bids or selecta single item from any bid. The provisionsasto
biddingshallnot apply to the purchaseof patentedandmanufactured
productsoffered for sale in a noncompetitivemarketor solely by a
manufacturer’sauthorizeddealer.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amendingthe act of June5, 1947 (P. L. 458), entitled, as amended,“An act creating
as bodies corporateand politic ‘Parking Authorities’ in cities of the first, second,
secondA and third classes,boroughsand townshipsof the first class; prescribing
the rights, powers and duties of such authorities; authorizing such authoritiesto
acquire, construct, improve, maintain and operate parking projects; to conduct
researchof the parking problem, and to establisha permanentcoordinatedsystem
of parking facilities, and to borrow money and issue bonds therefor; providing for
the payment of suchbondsand prescribingthe rights of the holders thereof;con-
ferring the right of eminentdomain on suchauthorities;empoweringsuch authorities
to enter into contractswith, and to accept grantsfrom, the Federal Government,
State, political subdivisionsof the State or any agencythereof; exemptingtheprop-
erty andsecuritiesof suchparking authoritiesfrom taxation andconferringexclusive
jurisdiction on certaincourtsover rates,” increasingthe minimum amount for which
an Authority may contractor purchasewithout bids.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsections(a) and (b) of section 11, act of June5,
1947 (P. L. 458), known as the “Parking Authority Law,” amended
March19, 1959 (P. L. 15), areamendedto read:

Section 11. Competition in Award of Contracts.—(a) All con-
struction,reconstruction,repairsor work of anynaturemadeby any
Authority, wherethe entire cost, value or amountof suchconstruc-
tion, reconstruction,repairsor work including labor andmaterials,
shall exceed [one thousanddollars ($1,000.00)] one thousandfive
