Amending the act of June 1, 1933 (P. L. 1172), entitled “An act establishing certain
streets in boroughs and incorporated towns as State highways, and providing for their
construction and maintenance at the expense of the Commonwealth,” changing a
route in the Borough of Chambersburg, Franklin County.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Route 28006, established by the act of June 1, 1933
(P. L. 1172), entitled “An act establishing certain streets in boroughs
and incorporated towns as State highways, and providing for their
construction and maintenance at the expense of the Commonwealth,”
amended May 18, 1945 (P. L. 727), is amended to read:

Chambersburg Borough

Route 28006. Extending Route 28006.—Beginning at a point on
the Chambersburg Borough-Hamilton Township line, thence in a
[southerly] southeasterly direction on West Commerce Street [and

Hood Streets] to an intersection with Route [37, at Hood Street and
Lincoln Way west] 35 at West Commerce Street and Philadelphia

Avenue except that said route shall not include an island within West

Commerce Street between Wolf Avenue and Poplar Avenue measuring

49 feet wide, more or less, and 212 feet long, more or less, title to

which remains in the borough of Chambersburg and shall be main-

tained by the borough of Chambersburg, in the borough of Chambers-

burg, Franklin County, a distance of about [.84] 0.5 of a mile.
Section 2, This act shall take effect immediately.

SB 157

Amending the act of June 1, 1959 (P. L. 350), entitled “An act relating to the retire-
ment of public school employes; amending, revising, consolidating and changing the
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laws relating thereto,” further regulating the reemployment of annuitants for limited
periods without cessation of annuities; and imposing duties on disability annuitants.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (1) of section 405.1, act of June 1, 1959
(P. L. 350), known as the “Public School Employes’ Retirement Code
of 1959,” amended July 9, 1965 (P. L. 198), is amended to read:

Section 405.1. Annuitant’s Allowance Upon Return to Service and
Subsequent Retirement.—

(1) The superannuation retirement allowance or the withdrawal
allowance of any annuitant who shall later return to service as a
school employe or as a State employe shall cease upon reentry into
service until subsequent discontinuance of service: Provided, That
when, in the judgment of the employer, an emergency creates an in-
crease in the work load such that there is serious impairment of
service to the public, a contributor who has retired voluntarily or for
superannuation may [with the approval of the Governor,] be returned
to school service [in a classification in which he had at least two (2)
years’ experience and] without loss of annuity [shall receive the pay
for such classification] and shall render compensable service for a

period not to exceed [sixty (60)] seventy (70) days in any [calendar]

school year.

Section 2. Subsection (1) of section 506 of the act, added July 9,
1965 (P. L. 198), is amended to read:

Section 506. Duties of Annuitants.—
(1) Once each [six (6) months] year while under superannuation

retirement age, any annuitant receiving a disability supplement shall
file with the board a physician’s certification that he is physically or
mentally incapacitated for the performance of duty.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
