Amending the act of July 28, 1953 (P. L. 723), entitled “An act relating to counties
of the secondclass;amending,revising, consolidatingandchangingthe laws relating
thereto,” transferringcertain powers and duties from the Department of Internal
Affairs and Secretaryof Internal Affairs to the Departmentof Community Affairs
andSecretaryof Community Affairs and transferringrecordsand equipmentrelative
thereto.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsasfollows:

Section 1. Subsection(b) of section 410, sections1920 and 1921,
subsection(b) of section 1981 and section1982,actof ,July 28, 1953
(P. L. 723), known as the “SecondClassCounty Code,” areamended
to read:

Section410. County Officials to FurnishInformation to Headsof
the GovernmentalDepartments.—’~* *

(b) All county officers shall also furnish to the Departmentof
[Internal] CommunityAffairs suchinformation asmay be requested

by it.
Section1920. Controller’s Settlementof Accounts;Reportto Com-

mon Pleas; Publications;Financial Report to Departmentof [In-
ternal] Community Affairs.—The controllershall, at the endof each

fiscal year, complete the audit, settlementand adjustmentof the
accountsof all county officers. He shall, in the monthof Januaryin
every year, make a report, verified by oath or affirmation, to the
court of commonpleas of said county, of all receiptsandexpendi-
tures of the county for the precedingyear, in detail, and classified
by referenceto the objectthereof, togetherwith a full statementof
the financial conditions of the county. Such report shall thereupon
be publishedone time in suchnewspaperspublishedin the county
as the controllermay direct, but the aggregatecostthereof shallnot
exceedtwo thousanddollars ($2000) in anyoneyear, to be paidfor
out of the county treasury. Such report may also be published in
printed pamphlets,at the costof the county, the numberand cost
of suchpamphletsto be determinedby the controllerandthe county
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commissioners.The controller shall also, within sixty daysafter the
closeof the fiscal year,makean annualreport to the Departmentof
[Internal] CommunityAffairs of the financial conditionof the county,

on forms furnishedby theSecretaryof [Internal] CommunityAffairs,

andsubjectto the penaltiesprovided in section 1921 of this act for
the controller refusingor neglectingto makesimilar reports.

Section 1921. Penalties.—Any controller refusing or wilfully
neglectingto file the report requiredby section1920 of this actshall,
upon conviction thereof in a summaryproceedingbrought at the
instance of the Departmentof [Internal] Community Affairs, be

sentencedto pay a fine of five dollars ($5.00) for each day’s delay
beyondsaidsixty daysandcosts.All fines recoveredshall be for the
useof the Commonwealth.

Section 1981. Annual Budget; Control of Expenditures._* * *

(b) Within fifteen days after the adoption of the budget, the
county commissionersshallfile acopy of the samein the office of the
Departmentof [Internal] CommunityAffairs.

* * *

Section 1982. Committeeto PrepareUniform Forms.—(a) The
budget and report forms specified herein shall be preparedby a
committeeconsistingof threerepresentativesfrom the Pennsylvania
State Associationof County Commissioners,three representatives
from the PennsylvaniaStateAssociationof County Controllers,and
the Secretaryof [Internal] Community Affairs or his agent,who

shallbe a persontrained in the field of municipal finance.
(b) Such representativesshall be appointed by the presidentof

eachsaid organization.The presidentof eachsaidorganizationshall
supply to the Departmentof [Internal] Community Affairs the

namesandaddressesof such representativesimmediatelyupon their
appointment.Said representativesshall serve without compensation,
but theyshall be reimbursedby the Commonwealthfor all necessary
expensesincurredin attendingmeetingsof the committee.The com-
mittee shall meet at the call of the Secretaryof [Internal] Com-ET
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munity Affairs or his agent, who shall serve as chairman of the

committee.
(c) In preparingthe uniform forms for both budgetsand annual

reports,the committeeshall give careful considerationto the differ-
ing legalrequirementsandneedsof thecountiesof the severalclasses,
producing,if necessary,separateforms for certainclassesof counties
or groupsof classes.

(d) It shall be the duty of the Secretaryof [Internal] Community

Affairs or his agentto seeto it that the forms requiredby this act
are preparedin cooperationwith said committee.Should said com-
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mittee for any reasonfail to furnish such cooperation,the Secretary
of [Internal] Community Affairs or his agentshall complete the

preparationof the forms. After their preparation,he shall issuesaid
forms anddistributethemannually,asneeded,to the commissioners,
controlleror auditorsof eachcount;y.

Section 2. All contracts,classified data, files, books, recordsand
other material and equipmentheretoforeusedby the Secretaryand
