Amendingthe act of May 2, 1949 (P. L. 873), entitled, as amended,“An act requiring
that the results of all local option referendain political subdivisionsbe certified
to the Bureau of Municipal Affairs by county boards of elections; and requiring
secretariesof political subdivisionsto makecertain reports to said bureau and to
the county commissionersof the county in which the political subdivision is
located,” changing the submissionof certifications of local option referendaand
certain reportsfrom the Bureauof Municipal Affairs of the Departmentof Internal
Affairs to the Departmentof Community Affairs; andfurther providing for contents
of annexationproceedingsreports.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section1. The title, act of May 2, 1949 (P. L. 873), entitled,as
amended,“An actrequiringthat the resultsof all local option refer-
endain political subdivisionsbe certified to the Bureauof Municipal
Affairs by county boardsof elections;and requiring secretariesof
political subdivisionsto makecertain reports to said bureauandto
the county commissionersof the county in which the political sub-
division is located,” amendedAugust 19, 1953 (P. L. 1076),is amend-
ed to read:

Requiring that the resultsof all local option referendain political

subdivisionsbe certified to the [Bureauof Municipal Affairs] De-.

requiring secretariesof political subdivisions to makecertain re-

Section2. Section2 of theact,amendedMarch26, 1957 (P. L. 20),

is amendedto read:
Section 2. In Januaryof each year, immediatelyafter the first

meetingof the governingbody of eachpolitical subdivision,thesecre-
tary shall report to the [Bureau of Municipal Affairs in the Depart-
mentof Internal Affairs] Departmentof CommunityAffairs, onforms

providedby the [bureau]department,andto the countycommission-

ers of the county in which the political subdivision is located,on
forms providedby the county commissioners,thenamesof all sworn,
elected and appointedofficers within the political subdivision, and
alsoa reporton [all annexationproceedingsand] anychangeof clas-

sificationaffecting suchpolitical subdivisionduringtheyearimmedi-
ately preceding.The “sworn and appointedofficers” referredto in
this section shallnot include constablesand their deputies.

Section4. Section 4 of the act, amendedAugust 19, 1953 (P. L.
1076), is amendedto read:

Section 4. Immediatelyafter the appointmentof any personto
fill a vacancy in electiveor appointiveoffice within anypolitical sub-
division, the secretarythereofshall report to the [Bureauof Munici-
pal Affairs] Departmentof CommunityAffairs andto theoffice of the

county commissionersof the countyin which the political subdivision
is locatedthe office to which the appointmentshall havebeenmade,
the name of the appointee,and the nameof the personsucceeded.

Section 5. The act is amendedby addingafter section 4, a new
sectionto read:

Section 5. Within ten (10) days after the effective dateof any

annexationproceedingaffecting a political subdivision,the secretary

shallreportsuchproceedingsandchangesto theDepartmentof Com-ET
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munity Affairs. Reports of annexationproceedingsshall include a

plot or plots of the territory to be annexedandcertifiedcopiesof the

ordinancesand petitions, resolution adoptedby the electorate,or

decreeof the court, as appropriateto the mannerby which the an-

nexationproceedingsare carried into effect.

Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), entitled “An act providing for and
reorganizingthe conduct of the executiveandadministrativework of the Common-
wealth by the Executive Department thereof and the administrative departments,
boards,commissions,and officers thereof, including the boards of trusteesof State
Normal Schools,or TeachersColleges; abolishing,creating, reorganizingor author-
izing the reorganizationof certain administrative departments,boards, and com-
missions; defining the powers andduties of the Governor and other executive and
administrativeofficers, and of the severaladministrativedepartments,boards, com-
missions,andofficers; fixing the salariesof the Governor,LieutenantGovernor,and
certain other executiveand administrativeofficers; providing for the appointmentof
certain administrativeofficers, andof all deputiesandother assistantsandemployes
in certain departments,boards, and commissions;and prescribing the manner in
which the numberand compensationof the deputiesand all other assistantsand
employes of certain departments,boards and commissions shall be determined,”
changingthe composition of the Board of Pardons.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 403, act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), known
as “The Administrative Code of 1929,” is amendedto read:

Section403. Board of Pardons.—TheBoardof Pardonsshallcon-
sist of the LieutenantGovernor [Secretaryof the Commonwealth]
who shallbe chairman,theAttorney General,and[Secretaryof Inter-

nal Affairs.) three membersappointed by the Governor with the

consentof two-thirds of the memberselectedto the Senate,onefor

two years,onefor four years,andonefor six years,and thereafter

for full termsof six years.The threemembersappointedby theGov-ET
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ernor shall be residents of Pennsylvaniaand shall be recognized

leadersin their fields; oneshallbe amemberof the bar,oneapenolo-ET
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gist, andthe third adoctor of medicine,psychiatristor psychologist

.

The board shall keeprecordsof its actions,which shall at all times

be open for public inspection.

Threemembersof the board shall constitutea quorum.
