The testimonytaken at the

hearingshallbe under oathandbe transcribed

Should the recommendationsof the Commissionnot be accepted

within a reasonabletime the Commissionmay, with the consentof

Amending the act of May 1, 1929 (P. L. 1216), entitled “An act to define real estate
brokers and real estatesalesmen;and providing for the licensing, regulation,and
supervisionof residentandnon-residentreal estatebrokersand real estatesalesmen
andtheir business,”further regulatingsuspensionand revocationof licenses.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection(a) of section10, actof May 1, 1929 (P. L.
1216),knownasthe “Real EstateBrokersLicenseAct of onethousand

nine hundredand twenty-nine,” is amendedby adding at the end
thereof,~ new clausesto read:

Section 10. (a) The commissionmay, upon its own motion, and
shall, promptly, upon the verified complaint in writing of any person
setting forth specifically the wrongful act or acts complained of,
investigateany action or businesstransactionof any licensedreal
estatebrokeror realestatesalesman;andshallhavethe power tem-
porarily to suspendor permanentlyto revoke licenses theretofore
issuedby the department,under the provisionsof this act, at any
time when, after due proceedingsas hereinafterprovided, it shall
find the holder thereof to havebeenguilty,

(16) Of making distinctions in location of housingor dates of

availability of housingfor purposesof discrimination in the rental

or saleof suchhousingdueto race, color, religious creed,ancestryor

nationalorigin of a prospectivelesseeor purchaser

.

(17) Of violating the provisionsof the act of October 27, 1955

(P. L. 744),knownasthe “PennsylvaniaHumanRelationsAct,” or if

he dealsin a discriminatory mannerwith any individual desiring to

rent or purchasehousingaccommodationsbecauseof the person’s

race, religious creed,or nationalorigin

.

(18) An appealfrom the decision of the State Real EstateCom-ET
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mission shall act as a supersedeasand stay any action until a final

decisionon saidappeal.
