The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 1025, act of February 1, 1966 (P. L. 1656),
known as “The BoroughCode,” is amendedto read:

Section1025. Salary of Mayor Limited.—Thesalaryof the mayor
shall not exceed,per annum,[one hundreddollars ($100) per thou-
sand] threehundreddollars ($300) for the first [ten] one thousand

[In any boroughwith populationin
excessof ten thousand,the borough council may, by ordinance,fix
