Section1. Section2005,actof May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103),knownas
“The SecondClassTownship Code,” reenactedand amendedJuly 10,
1947 (P. L. 1481) andamendedSeptember22, 1961 (P. L. 1594),is
amendedto read:

Section2005. Changes.—Suchregulations,restrictionsandboun-
dariesmay from time to time be amended,supplemented,changed,
modified or repealed. In case,however, of a protest againstsuch
change,signed by the ownersof twenty percentor more [either of
the areaof the lots includedin suchproposedchangeor of thoseim-
mediatelyadjacentin the rearor in thefront or to eithersidethereof
extendingonehundredfeet from the streetfrontageof suchopposite
lots,] of the land area of the parcel of land proposedto be changed

or signed by the owners of twenty percentor more of the total

abuttinglinearperipheryof the parcelof landproposedto be changed

wherein the frontageon the oppositeside of water courses,streets

andrailroadsshall be consideredas abutting, thensuchamendment

shallnot becomeeffective exceptby the favorablevoteof amajority
of the supervisors.

Amendingthe act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), entitled “An act concerningtownships
of the secondclass;and amending, revising, consolidating and changingthe law
relatingthereto,” providing a time for the paymentof the cost or value of improve-
mentsupon annexation.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:
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Section 1. Subsection(a) of section308, actof May 1, 1933 (P. L.
103), known as “The SecondClassTownship Code,” reenactedand
amendedJuly 10, 1947 (P. L. 1481) andaddedAugust21, 1953 (P. L.
1333), is amendedto read:

Section308. Adjustmentfor Costsor Valuesof Improvements.—
(a) Exceptas hereinafterprovided,wheneverthe boundariesof any
townshipshavebeenalteredanda portion thereofhasbeenannexed
by a boroughor city, the township shallbepaidby suchboroughor
city the following costsor value of improvementslocatedwithin the
portion of the townshipso annexed: (1) the valueof all roadsim-
proved by the township within five years; (2) the costof sewer
systemsconstructedby the township within fifteen years; (3) the
value of public buildings and improvementsother than roads and
sewers.All such costs or values shallbe paid within one yearafter

the final act of annexation.The provisionsof this sectionshall not

apply to the cost of any road, sewer or facilities which has been
assessedagainstthe real propertywithin the annexedterritory.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsasfollows:

Section1. Section580, actof May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), knownas
“The SecondClassTownship Code,”reenactedandamendedJuly 10,
1947 (P. L. 1481), is amendedto read:

Section580. [Election] Appointment.—Theboard of supervisors,

on the first Monday of Januaryin anyyear,or as soonthereafteras
practicable,may [elect] appoint,by avoteof a majority of themem-

bers,and fix the compensationof onepersonlearnedin the law, who
shall be styled the township solicitor.
