Amendingtheact of November21, 1959 (P. L. 1590), entitled, as amended,“An act
to provide temporarysupplementalretirementbenefits for certain annuitantsof the
StateEmployes’RetirementSystem; creatinga specialaccountin the custodyof the
State Treasurer;imposing duties on the State Employes’ RetirementBoard; and
making an appropriation,”extendingthe time for receipt of benefits.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section1, act of November21, 1959 (P. L. 1590), en-
titled, asamended,“An act to providetemporarysupplementalretire-
ment benefitsfor certainannuitantsof the State Employes’ Retire-
mentSystem;creatingaspecial accountin the custodyof the State
Treasurer;imposingdutieson -theStateEmployes’RetirementBoard;
andmakingan appropriation,”amendedAugust3, 1967 (Act No. 64),
is amendedto read:

Section1. Any formercontributor to the StateEmployes’Retire-
mentSystemwho is in receiptof asuperannuationretirementallow-
anceas of January1, 1960,andanycontributorto theStateEmployes’
RetirementSystem whose superannuationretirement shall become
effectiveduring theperiodJanuary1, 1960,to June30, 1965,shallbe
entitled to receivea supplementalState annuity during the period
beginning January 1, 1960, or date of superannuationretirement,
whicheveris later, andending[August 31, 1967,] June30, 1969,and

any former contributor to the State Employes’ RetirementSystem
who is in receiptof adisability allowanceasof June1, 1961, andany
contributorto the State Employes’ RetirementSystemwhose disa-
bility retirementshallbecomeeffectiveduringtheperiodJune1, 1961,
to June30, 1965, shallbe entitled to receivea supplementalStatean-
nuity duringthe periodbeginningJune1, 1961, or dateof disability
retirement,whichever is later, andending [August 31, 1967.] June

30, 1969. SuchsupplementalStateannuity shallbe equivalentto the

amountby which thesuperannuationretirementallowanceprior to any
optionalmodificationor the disability allowanceto which he is entitled
under the laws governing the State Employes’ RetirementSystem
is less thansixty-five dollars ($65) for eachyearof creditedservice
not in excessof forty years:Provided,however,That the sumof (a)
the retirementallowanceprior to optional modification or the disa-
bility allowancepayableunderthe laws governingthe StateEmployes’
RetirementSystem,(b) any social security old ageor disability in-
surancebenefit (primary insuranceamount) attributable to service
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as aStateemploye,and (c) the supplementalStateannuity shallnot
exceedtwo thousandsix hundreddollars ($2,600) per year.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediatelyand shall be ap-
plicable from August31, 1967.

Amending the act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30), entitled “An act relating to the
public school system, including certainprovisions applicableas well to private and
parochial schools;amending,revising, consolidatingand changing the laws relating
thereto,” changingthe time limitation on the conveyanceof property to historical
societies.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause1 (10) of section707, actof March10, 1949 (P. L.
30), known asthe “Public School Codeof 1949,” addedJuly 31, 1963
(P. L. 404), is amendedto read:

Section707. Saleof UnusedandUnnecessaryLandsandBuildings.
—The board of schooldirectorsof any district is herebyvestedwith
the necessarypower and authority to sell unusedand unnecessary
landsand buildings,by any of the following methodsandsubjectto
the following provisions:

* *

(10) Notwithstandingthe foregoingprovisionsof this section,any
schooldistrict may, at any time prior to [July 1, 1965,]July 1, 1969,

conveyanyunusedandunnecessarylandsandbuildingswhich areof
historical significanceand importanceto any legally constitutedhis-
torical society for historical purposeswithout considerationor for
suchconsiderationandon suchtermsor exchangeor otherwiseasmay
be agreedupon without complying with the other provisionsof this
section.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately.
