in any direction.

Amendingthe act of June 24, 1931, (P. L. 1206), entitled “An act concerningtown-
ships of the first class; amending, revising, consolidating, and changing the law
relating thereto,” providing for the appropriation of money for rescueand life
saving services.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. ClauseXXXIV of section 1502, act of June24, 1931
(P. L. 1206),known as “The First ClassTownship Code,”reenacted
andamendedMay 27, 1949 (P. L. 1955), is amendedto read:

Section1502. The corporatepowerof a townshipof thefirst class
shall be vested in the board of townshipcommissioners.The board
shall havepower—

* * *

XXXIV. [Motor] AmbulancesandRescueandLife SavingServices.

To acquireandto operateandmaintain[a motor ambulance]motor

vehiclesfor the purposesof conveyingsick and injured personsof

such townshipand the vicinity to and from hospitals,and, for such
purposes,to appropriateandexpendmoneysof the township or to
appropriatemoneyannuallytowardsa non-profit community ambu-
lance and rescueand life savingservice.
