Ford Veterans’Memorial Bridge” in honor of the thousandsof men
andwomenfrom that areawho haveservedtheir country sowell.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act consolidating and
revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code, the Motor Vehicle Financial Re-

58), knownas “The Vehicle Code,” addedNovember19, 1959 (P. L.
1518), are amendedto read:

Section722.1. Feefor PennsylvaniaStatePoliceRecord.—Thefee
for acertified [abstractof a] PennsylvaniaStatePolicerecord of in-
vestigationof vehicle accidents,which the PennsylvaniaStatePolice
are authorizedby this act to furnish to the public, shall be [three
dollars ($3.00)] five dollars ($5.00) for each [form or supporting
