— House in West Chillisquaque Township, Northumberland County; and providing for

SESSION OF 1967. Act Nos. 241-242 495

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Pennsylvania Historiecal and Museum Commission is
hereby authorized and empowered to accept on behalf of the Common-
wealth free and clear of all liens and encumbrances the gift of the
real property known as the Chillisquaque School House, in West Chil-
lisquague Township, Northumberland County, as an unusually fine
example of the early octagonal or eight-sided school building.

Section 2. The title to the said real estate shall be taken in the
name of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and shall before its
acquisition be approved by the Department of Justice.

Section 8. Upon acquiring the property aforesaid, the Pennsyl-
vania Historical and Museum Commission shall have full control,
management and supervision thereof, and shall have power to adopt
and carry into effect plans for the restoration, improvement and main-
tenance of the property, and to make and enforce rules and regulations
for the preservation of the property and the visitation thereof by the
public.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of May 28, 1937 (P. L. 955), entitled, as amended, “An act to
promote public health, safety, morals, and welfare by declaring the’ necessity of
creating public bodies, corporate and politic, to be known as housing authorities to
engage in slum clearance, and to undertake projects, to provide dwelling accommo-
dations for persons of low income; providing for the organization of such housing
authorities; defining their powers and duties; providing for the exercise of such
powers, including the acquisition of property by purchase, gift or eminent domain,
the renting and selling of property, and 1ncludmg borrowing money, issuing bonds,
and other obligations, and giving security therefor; prescribing the remedies of
obligees of housing authorities; authorizing housing authorities to enter into agree-
ments, including agreements with the United States, the Commonwealth, and political
subdivisions and municipalities thereof; defining the application of zoning, sanitary,
and building laws and regulations to prmects built or maintained by such housing
authorities; exempting the property and securities of such housing authorities from
taxation; and imposing duties and conferring powers upon the State Planning Board,
and certain other State officers and departments,” providing for dissolution of hous-
ing authorities and validating dissolutions heretofore made.
