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tencedto pay a fine of not less thanonehundreddollars ($100.00)
nor more than five hundred dollars ($500.00), or to undergo im-
prisonmentnot exceedingthirty (30) days,or both, in the discretion
of the court, but procedurefor the review of an order shall not be
deemedto be such wilful conduct.

HB 47

To provide for an additional law judge of the court of common pleas in the twenty-
third judicial district.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. In addition to the judgesprovided for in the act of
January8, 1952 (P. L. 1844), entitled “An act to designatethe sev-
eral judicial districts of the Commonwealth, as required by the
Constitution,and to provide for the election and commissioningof
judgeslearnedin the law for the said districts,” an additional law
judge is herebyauthorizedand provided for the court of common
pleas of the twenty-third judicial district, who shall possessthe
samequalificationswhich are requiredby the Constitutionand laws
for the presidentjudge of the court of commonpleas of the district
andwho shallhold his office for a like term andby the sametenure
andshall havethe samepower, authority and jurisdiction and shall
be subject to the same duties, restrictions and penaltiesand shall
receive the same compensationprovided for by law for judges
learnedin the law as if the sameoffice had beenestablishedin the
time of andsubjectto theprovisionsof theactof June1, 1956 (P. L.
1959), entitled,as amended,“An act fixing the salariesandcompen-
sation of the Chief Justiceand judges of the SupremeCourt, the
PresidentJudge and judges of the Superior Court, the judges of
the courts of common pleas,the judgesof the orphans’courts, the
judgesof the County Court of Philadelphiaand the judges of the
County Court andJuvenileCourt of Allegheny County, certain asso-
ciate judgesnot learned in the law, certain stateofficers, and the
salary and expensesof the membersof the GeneralAssembly,and
repealingcertaininconsistentacts.”

Section 2. At the municipal election in November, 1969, the
qualified electorsof the twenty-third judicial district shall elect, in
the samemannerprescribedby law for the election of the president
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judge of the court of common pleas of the district, a competent
personlearned in the law to serve as additional law judge of the
court of commonpleasof the twenty-third judicial district from the
first Mondayin January,1970, for a term of ten years.Vacanciesin
the office herebycreatedwhethercausedby death, resignation,ex-
piration of term or otherwiseshall be filled in the samemanneras
is requiredby law in caseof a similar vacancyin the office of presi-
dent judge of the court.

Section 3. The Governor may appoint a competent person,
learnedin the law, as additional law judge of the court of common
pleas of the twenty-third judicial district to serve until the first
Monday of January,1970.

Section 4. This act shall take effect January1, 1968.

In addition to the judges provided for in the act
of January8, 1952 (P. L. 1844), entitled “An act to designatethe
severaljudicial districts of the Commonwealth,as requiredby the
Constitution, and to provide for the election and commissioningof
judgeslearnedin the law for the said districts,” two additional law
judgesare herebyauthorizedandprovidedfor the court of common
pleas of the thirty-secondjudicial district, who shall possessthe
same qualifications which are required by the Constitution and
laws for the presidentjudge of the court of commonpleas of the
district and who shall ho1d their offices for a like term and by the
same tenureand shall have the same power, authority and juris-
diction and shall be subject to the same duties, restrictions and
penaltiesand shall receivethe same compensationprovided for by
law for judges learnedin the law as if the sameoffices had been
establishedin the time of and subject to the provisions of the act
of June 1, 1956 (P. L. 1959), entitled, as amended,“An act fixing
the salariesand compensationof the Chief Justiceand judges of
the SupremeCourt, the PresidentJudgeand judgesof the Superior
