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to, any poultry or eggs so entered whether by fire or other casualty,
or any other happening whatsoever.

Section 4. The department is hereby authorized to prescribe and
adopt rules and regulations for the proper conduct of such research
tests, including the conditions upon which such poultry or eggs may
be entered, the types of poultry or eggs which may be entered, t.he
entry fee to be paid by the breeder or hatchery and the accreditation
of the breeders or hatcheries. The department may sell in the open
market at the prevailing wholesale or retail prices, such eggs and
poultry as may accumulate during any research test.

Section 5. All entry fees, moneys received from the sale of eggs or
poultry, or any other income accruing under the provisions of this
act shall be paid into the State Treasury through the Department of
Revenue.

Section 6. The act of May 20, 1931 (P. L. 136), entitled “An act
Authorizing the Department of Agriculture to establish facilities for
and to conduct official egg-laying contests; providing facilities for the
same on land now under the control of the Board of Trustees of Har-
risburg State Hospital; and making an appropriation,” is hereby
repealed.

Section 7. This act shall take effect immediately.

SB 775

Authorizing and directing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the approval
of the Governor, to transfer the jurisdiction and control from the Department of
Public Welfare to the Department of Highways 12.865 acres, more or less, of land,
situate in the City of Harrisburg, Pennsylvania, providing for the valuation thereof
and making an appropriation.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows: .

Section 1. The Department of Property and Supplies, with the
approval of the Governor, is hereby authorized and directed on behalf
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to transfer the jurisdiction and
control now in the Department of Public Welfare to the Department
of Highways of the following described tract of land, situate in the
City of Harrisburg, County of Dauphin, Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania, bounded and described as follows:
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Beginning at Station 38--49.36, said point being 46 feet ahead of
Station 384-03.36 (point on curve) at intersection of center lines of
Seventeenth Street and Herr Street Bypass, known as Legislative
Route #1 Spur, Harrisburg, Pa.; thence north 08 degrees 09 minutes
west, a distance of 387.87 feet to a stone monument marking the
corner common to lands now or late of Wm. G. Goldstein and other
lands of Commonwealth; thence south 87 degrees 33 minutes east
along land now or late of Wm. G. Goldstein and land now or late of
John Horvath a distance of 407.73 feet to a stone monument; thence
south 06 degrees 46 minutes west along same lands now or late of
John Horvath, a distance of 288.39 feet to a point; thence along same
land south 75 degrees 33 minutes east, a distance of 121.24 feet to a
point common to land now or late of John Horvath and land now or
late of Commonwealth; thence along lands now or late of the Com-
monwealth, north 14 degrees 41 minutes east, a distance of 481.17

ture; thence along same center line on a 06 degree curve to the
left an arc distance of 709.30 feet (chord length — 6938.12 feet said
chord having a bearing of south 62 degrees 05 minutes 10 seconds
east) to Station 38+49.36 on the center line of Herr Street Bypass
to the place of beginning, containing 12.865 acres of land, more or
less, in all including a 30 foot right-of-way for the Herr Street Bypass.

Being a part of ! the same premises which were conveyed to Penn-
sylvania State Lunatic Hospital by the following: by Deed of David S.
Herr and Sarah A. Herr, his wife, dated November 10, 1883, and

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The Pennsylvania State Lunatic Hospital is now known as the Har-
risburg State Hospital which is under the control and jurisdiction of
the Department of Public Welfare.

The transfer shall be made under and subject, nevertheless, to all
easements, servitudes and rights of others, including, but not confined
to, streets, roadways, and rights of any telephone, telegraph, water,
electric, gas, or pipeline companies, as well as under and subject, nev-
ertheless, to any estate or tenancies vested in third persons, whether
or not appearing of record, for any portion of the said land or im-
provements erected thereon.

Section 2. The Department of Property and Supplies and the
Department of Highways shall each appoint a competent real estate
appraiser who shall determine the market value of the land trans-
ferred under the provisions of this act. There are hereby appropri-
ated for transfer from the Motor License Fund to the General Fund,
such sums of money as may be determined by the appraisers to be
the value of the land.

Section 8. The deed of transfer of jurisdiction shall be approved
by the Department of Public Welfare as well as the Department of
Justice and shall be executed by the Secretary of Property and Sup-
plies in the name of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, with the
approval of the Governor.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.

SB 646

Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 177), entitled “An act providing for and
reorganizing the conduct of the executive and administrative work of the Com-
monwealth by the Executive Department thereof and the administrative departments,
boards, commissions and officers thereof, including the boards of trustees of State
Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abohshlng, creating, reorganizing or authoriz-
1ng the reorganization of certain administrative departments, boards and commis-
sions; defining the powers and duties of the Governor and other executive and
administrative officers, and of the several administrative departments, boards, com-
missions and officers; ﬁxmg the salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and
certain other executive and administrative officers; prov1d1ng for the appointment of
certain administrative officers, and of all deputies and other assistants and employes
in certain departments, boards and commissions; and prescribing the manner in
which the number and compensation of the deputies and all other assistants and
employes of certain departments, boards and commissions shall be determined,”
excluding cadets and troopers with less than eighteen months’ service from certain
dismissal provisions applicable to enlisted members of the Pennsylvania State Police.
