Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act consolidating and
revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code, the Motor Vehicle Financial Re-
sponsibility Act and other acts relating to the ownership, possession and use of
vehicles and tractors,” changing the term “Controlled Access Highway” to include
limited access highways.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The definition of “Controlled Access Highway” in sec-
tion 102, act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), known as “The Vehicle
Code,” is amended to read:

Section 102. Definitions.—The following words and phrases when
used in this act shall, for the purpose of this act, have the following
meanings, respectively, except in those instances where the context
clearly indicates a different meaning:

“Controlled Access Highway.”—Every highway, street or roadway
in respect to which owners or occupants of abutting lands and other
persons have no legal right of access to or from the same, except at
points only and in the manner as may be determined by the public
authority having jurisdiction over the highway, street or roadway,
and shall include limited access highways.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of December 15, 1959 (P. L. 1779), entitled, as amended “An
act relating to fish, frogs, tadpoles and turtles; and amending, revising, consolidat-
