SB 1187

Authorizing the Departmentof Property and Supplies, with the approval of the
Secretary of Public Welfare and the Governor, to convey 5.608 acres, more or
less, of land in SomersetTownship, SomersetCounty, in exchangefor a tract of
land containing 1.086 acres, more or less, with the improvementsthereon erected,
also situate in SomersetTownship, SomersetCounty.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section 1. The Departmentof Propertyand Supplies, with the
approval of the Secretaryof Public Welfare and the Governor, is
herebyauthorizedto convey in the nameof the Commonwealthof
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Pennsylvaniato the PennsylvaniaTurnpike Commission,its succes-
sorsandassigns,a parcelof land situatein the Township of Somer-
set, County of Somerset,Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,bounded
anddescribedas follows:

Beginning at a point in the northern right-of-way line of the
PennsylvaniaTurnpike,.saidpoint beingoppositeturnpike centerline
station 747+01.56, 100 feet distant measuredtherefrom at right
angles; thencealong the turnpike northern right-of-way line north

The conveyanceshallbe madein exchangefor agrant
and conveyanceto the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,and its as-
signs,by the PennsylvaniaTurnpike Commission,of a tract of land,
hereinafterdescribed,with the old SomersetCounty Home thereon
erected, and the Departmentof Property and Supplies is hereby
authorizedand empoweredto accepton behalfof the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania,by deed from the PennsylvaniaTurnpike Com-
mission, the tract of land situate in the Township of Somerset,
County of Somerset,Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,boundedand
describedas follows:

Route 219; thencealong the northern line of U. S. 219 north 82
degrees,59 minuteswest266.10feet to an iron pin at the intersection
of the easternline of aninefeetwide concretedrive andthe northern
line of U. S. Route219 aforesaid;thenceby land of SomersetState
Hospital north 6 degrees,34 minuteseast174.70 feet to an iron pin

HB 1080

To provide for an additional law judge of the court of common pleas in the seventh
judicial district.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsasfollows:

Section1. In additionto thejudgesprovidedfor in theactof Janu-
ary 8, 1952 (P. L. 1844),entitled “An act to designatethe severalju-
dicial districtsof the Commonwealth,asrequiredby the Constitution,
andto providefor theelectionandcommissioningof judgeslearnedin
the law for the saiddistricts,” an additional law judgeis herebyau-
thorizedandprovidedfor thecourtof commonpleasof the seventhju-
dicial district, who shallpossessthe samequalificationswhich arere-
quired by the Constitution and laws for the presidentjudge of the
courtof commonpleasof the district andwho shallhold his office for
a like term andby the sametenureand shallhavethe samepower,
authorityandjurisdiction andshallbe subjectto the sameduties,re-
