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Forcesor anyphysician of the Public Health Serviceof the Federal

government,that the applicantwithin thirty days of the issuanceof
the marriagelicensehas submittedto an examinationto determine
the existenceor non-existenceof syphilis, which examinationhas
includeda standardserologicaltestor testsfor syphilis, and that in
the opinion of the examiningphysician the applicantis not infected
with syphilis, or if so infected, is not in a stageof the diseasewhich
is likely to becomecommunicable.The physician’sstatementshall be
accompaniedby astatementfrom the personin chargeof the labora-
tory makingthe test, or from someotherpersonauthorizedto make
suchstatement,setting forth the nameof the test, the date it was
made,the nameandaddressof the physicianto whom areport was
sent,and the exactnameandaddressof the personwhoseblood was
tested,but not setting forth the resultof thetest.

HB 864

Amending the act of August 22, 1953 (P. L. 1344), entitled “An act relating to
marriage; and amending, revising, consolidating and changing the law relating
thereto,” providing that the premaritalblood test shall be takenwithin thirty daysof
the dateof issuanceof the marriagelicenseandfurther providing for the physicians
qualified to make the test.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Clause(a) of section5, actof August 22, 1953 (P. L.
1344), known as “The MarriageLaw,” is amendedto read:

Section5. Restrictionson the Issueof MarriageLicense.—Noli-
censeto marry shallbe issuedby anyclerkof the orphans’court:

(a) Until thereshallbe in thepossessionof the clerkof the orphans’
courtastatementor statements,signedby aduly licensedphysicianof
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaor of anyotherstateor territory

or any commissionedmedical officer in the United States [Army or
Navy] Armed Forces,or anyphysicianof the Public HealthServiceof

theFederalGovernment,that eachapplicant,within thirty daysof the
[application for the marriage license] issuanceof the marriage Ii-
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censehassubmittedto an examinationto determinethe existenceor

nonexistenceof syphilis, which examinationhasincludeda standard
serological test or testsfor syphilis, andthat, in the opinion of the
examiningphysician,the applicantis not infectedwith syphilis,or if
so infected, is not in astageof that diseasewhich is likely to become
communicable.The physician’s statementshall be accompaniedby a
statementfrom the person in chargeof the laboratory making the
test, or from someotherpersonauthorizedto makesuchstatement,
settingforth the nameof the test, the date it was made,the exact
nameandaddressof the physicianto whomareportwassent,andthe
exact nameand addressof the personwhose blood was tested,but
not settingforth the result of the test, andsuchother facts as the
Departmentof Health may deemnecessaryto determinewhetherthe
applicantis infectedwith syphilis in a stageof that diseaselikely to
become communicable.

Amendingthe act of March 6, 1956 (P. L. 1228), entitled, as amended,“An act to pro-
vide revenuefor purposesof public educationby imposing a tax on the sale, use,
storage,rental or consumptionof personalproperty and certain servicesand upon
the occupancyof hotel rooms; providing for certain exclusions; providing for li-
censes,reports and paymentof tax, interest and penalties, assessments,collections,
liens, reviews and appeals;prescribing crimes and offensesand penaltiestherefor;
