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Section1. Section722, actof April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), known as
“The Vehicle Code,” is amendedto read:

Section722. Feefor InspectionCertificates.—Thefee for inspec-
tion certificatesshall be [ten cents (lOc)] fifteen cents (15c) for

eachcertificateissued.A sum equal to the amountso realizedshall
be allocatedto andused solely for the promotionof highway safety.

Section2. Subsection(a) of section834 of the act, amendedJune
23, 1965 (P. L. 142), is amendedto read:

Section834. Official Inspections.—
(a) [On andafter thefirst dayof everyMay anduntil andincluding

thethirty-first dayof July andon andafterthe first day of everyNo-
vemberanduntil andincluding thethirty-first dayof January,every]
Every owner of a motor vehicle [(except] (including a commercial

motor vehicle, motor bus, motor omnibus, truck tractor, trailer, or

semi-trailer, but not including a trailer or semi-trailer having a

chassisandbody weight of less than one thousand(1000) pounds,

or bicycle with motor attached),being operatedin this Common-
wealth, shall submit such motor vehicle to such inspection of its
mechanismandequipmentasmaybe designatedby the secretary.

[Every owner of a commercialmotor vehicle, motor bus, motor
omnibus,truck tractor, trailer and semi-trailer, being operated in
this Commonwealth,excepttrailersor semi-trailershavinga chassis
and body weight of less than one thousand (1000) pounds, shall
submitthe sameto such inspectionof its mechanismandequipment,
as may be designatedby the secretary,on or after the first day of
every Augustand until and including the thirty-first day of October,
and on and after the first day of every Februaryand until and
including the last dayof April.]

Such motor vehicle shallbe inspectedtwice a yearon a quarterly

inspectioncycle. Motor vehiclesinspectedin the first quarter shall

be inspectedagainduringthe third quarter;motor vehiclesinspected

in the secondquarter shall be inspectedagain during the fourth

quarter

.

The owner of amotor vehicle shallsubmitit for inspectionduring

the quarterlycycle in accordancewith regulationsprescribedby the

secretary.

Motor vehicles,trailers and semi-trailers,determinedby the de-
partment to be exempt from registrationunder the provisions of
section401, subsection(f) of this act, andantique motor vehicles,
if either operatedon the public highways of this Commonwealth
only during the period betweensunriseand sunset,shall be exempt
from the lighting equipmentprovisionsof this act.
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The secretarymay, with the approvalof the Governor,extendthe
time for not more than sixty (60) days for any of the inspections
requiredby this section,in any case,where weatherconditions of
the highways or any other causewhatsoeverrenders compliance
with the provisionsof this sectionwithin the prescribedtime difficult
or impossiblefor a largenumberof persons.

Owners of Pennsylvaniaregistered vehicles which have been
outsideof the Commonwealthcontinuouslyfor thirty (30) days or
more and which at the time of reenteringthe Commonwealthdo
not beara currentlyvalid inspectionsticker shall, within forty-eight
(48) hours of their reentering the State, proceed to an official
inspectionstation for inspectionandapproval of the vehicle.
