December16, 1959 (P. L. 1847), is amendedto read:

Section 3. Definitions.—The following terms, wheneverused in
this act, havethe meaningsindicated in this section,exceptwhere
the context indicatesa clearly different meaning:

(a) “County.” Any county of the first, second,secondA, third,

fourth, fifth, sixth, seventhand eighth class.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
