Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P. L. 343), entitled “An act relating to the finances
of the State government; providing for the settlement, assessment, collection, and
lien of taxes, bonus, and all other accounts due the Commonwealth, the collection
and recovery of fees and other money or property due or belonging to the Common-
wealth, or any agency thereof, including escheated property and the proceeds of its
sale, the custody and disbursement or other disposition of funds and securities be-
longing to or in the possession of the Commonwealth, and the settlement of claims
against the Commonwealth, the resettlement of accounts and appeals to the courts,
refunds of moneys erroneously paid to the Commonwealth, auditing the accounts
of the Commonwealth and all agencies thereof, of all public officers collecting
moneys payable to the Commonwealth, or any agency thereof, and all receipts of
appropriations from the Commonwealth and imposing penalties; affecting every de-
partment, board, commission, and officer of the State government, every political
subdivision of the State, and certain officers of such subdivisions, every person,
association, and corporation required to pay, assess, or collect taxes, or to make
returns or reports under the laws imposing taxes for State purposes, or to pay license
fees or other moneys to the Commonwealth, or any agency thereof, every State
depository and every debtor or creditor of the Commonwealth,” further providing
forhthlqdﬁling of reports and returns when the filing date falls on a Saturday, Sunday
or holiday.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (b) of section 704, act of April 9, 1929 (P. L.
343), known as “The Fiscal Code,” added July 13, 1957 (P. L. 838)
and July 18, 1957 (P. L. 850), is amended to read:

Section 704. Extensions of Time.—* * *

(b) Whenever the last day of any period of time designated by any
law providing for the imposition or collection of taxes shall fall on
Saturday, Sunday, or on any day made a legal holiday by the laws
of this Commonwealth or by the United States, such days shall be
omitted from the computation of that period, and whenever the date

for the filing of any report or return shall fall on Saturday, Sunday,

or on any day made a legal holiday by the laws of this Commonwealth
or by the United States, the report or return may be filed on the next

regular business day.

Amending the act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), entitled “An act concerning townships
of the second class; and amending, revising, consolidating, and changing the law
relating thereto,” further providing for changes in zoning.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 2005, act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), known as
“The Second Class Township Code,” reenacted and amended July 10,
1947 (P. L. 1481) and amended October 19, 1967 (Act No. 211), is
amended to read:

Section 2005. Changes.—Such regulations, restrictions and bound-
aries may from time to time be amended, supplemented, changed,
modified or repealed. In case, however, of a protest against such
change, signed by the owners of twenty percent or more of the land
area of the parcel of land proposed to be changed or signed by the
owners of twenty percent or more of the total abutting linear periph-
ery of the parcel of land proposed to be changed wherein the front-
age on the opposite side of water courses, streets and railroads shall
be considered as abutting, then such amendment shall not become
effective except by the favorable vote of [a majority] two-thirds of

the supervisors.
