Uses.—AlIcountiesof the first, second,secondA, third or fourth class

are herebyauthorizedto enter into covenantswith ownersof land
designatedas farm, forest, water supply, or open spaceland on an
adoptedmunicipal,countyor regional planfor thepurposeof preserv-
ing the land in the designateduse.Such covenantsandextensions
thereof shall takeeffect uponapprovalof the courtof quartersessions
of the county in which such land or the majorpart thereoflies. The
land owner mayvoluntarily covenantfor himself andhis successors
and assignsin right, title and interestthat the land will remain in
open spaceuseas designatedon the planfor a period of five years
commencingwith the dateof the covenant.The countyshallcovenant
that the realproperty tax assessment,for aperiodof five yearscom-
mencingwith the dateof the covenant,will reflect the fair market
value of the land as restrictedby the covenant.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Said commission
shall consist of threemembers.One of said membersshall be the
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presidentjudgeof thecourt of commonpleasof therespectivecounty.
In the event the presidentjudge is unableby reasonof illness or
othercauseto temporarilyperform the duties imposedon him under
the provisionsof this act, he maytemporarilyappointanotherjudge
of saidcourt to perform his duties. The othertwo membersof said
commissionshallbe chosenby the qualified electorsof saidcountyat
the municipal elections at which other county officers are chosen:
Provided,however,That in no eventshallbothof said electivemem-
bers of the commissionbe membersof the samepolitical party, but
the majority political party in said county shall elect oneof said
electivecommissioners,and the other shallbe the candidatefor such
office receiving the highestnumberof votes of the next rankingor
minority political party; the electivemembersof the commissionto
be chosenfor a term of four years.Any jury commissionershallbe
eligible for reelectionfor anynumberof terms.

Amending the act of June 24, 1939 (P. L. 872), entitled “An act to consolidate,
amendand revisethe penal laws of the Commonwealth,”making it illegal to use
or sell any substancecontaininga solvent having the property of releasing toxic
vaporsor fumes.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The act of June24, 1939 (P. L. 872), known as “The
Penal Code,” is amendedby addingafter section637.1a new section
to read:

Section 637.2. Sale or Use of Certain Solvents.—(a)As used in
