The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

ARTICLE I
Officers andEmployesof theSenate

Section 1. The Senateshall, in each odd-numberedyear, at the
beginning of the regular sessionof the GeneralAssembly,elect, in
additionto the Presidentpro temporeas providedfor by the Constitu-
tion, the following officers who shallservefor two yearsor until their
successorsare electedandhavequalified, unlesssoonerremovedby a
majority voteof all of the membersof the Senateduringanyregular,
special or extraordinary session of the General Assembly. Such
officers heretoforeor hereafterelectedshall receivethe compensation
andperform the dutiesherein specified:

(1) One Secretaryat an annualsalary of twenty thousanddollars
($20,000);

(2) One Chief Clerk at an annualsalary of sixteenthousandfive
hundred dollars ($16,500);

(3) One SenateLibrarian at an annualsalary of fifteen thousand
dollars ($15,000).

No personshallholdthe positionof Secretary,Chief Clerkor Senate
Librarian and at the sametime hold any elective office in the Corn-
