The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section723.1, actof June24, 1939 (P. L. 872),known
as “The PenalCode,” addedJuly 29, 1953 (P. L. 1442),is amendedto
read:

Section723.1. Holding a Hostage[in aPenalInstitution].—Who-
ever,beingimprisonedin anypenalor correctionalinstitution located
in this Commonwealth,or having committed the offenseof prison

breach or having escapedfrom any such penal or correctional in-ET
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stitution, by threats,coercion,intimidationor physicalforcetakes,or

holds, or carries away,or decoys,or enticesaway, or secretes,any
personasahostage,or for anyotherreason,is guilty of afelony, and,
upon convictionthereof,shall be sentencedto undergoimprisonment
by separateand solitary confinementat labor for the term of his or
her natural life, or to pay a fine not exceedingten thousanddollars
(~1O,OOO)andundergoimprisonmentby separateandsolitary confine-
mentat laborfor anyterm of years.

HB 1873

Amending the act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), entitled “An act relating to alcoholic
liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed beverages;amending, revismg, consolidating
and changingthe laws relating thereto; regulatingand restricting the manufacture,
purchase,sale,possession,consumption,importation, transportation,furnishing, hold-
ing in bond, holding in storage,traffic in and useof alcoholic liquors, alcohol and
malt and brewed beveragesandthe personsengagedor employedtherein; defining
the powersandduties of the PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board; providing for the
establishmentand operationof State liquor stores, for the payment of certain
license fees to the respectivemunicipalities and townships, for the abatementof
certain nuisancesand, in certain cases, for search and seizure without warrant;
prescribing penaltiesand forfeitures; providing for local option, and repealing
existing laws,” authorizingstock ownership in corporationslicensed as malt and
brewed beveragemanufacturers,distributors and importing distributors when the
stock is inheritedby a nonresidentfrom any deceasedowner.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsasfollows:
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Section 1. Subsection (c) of section 431, act of April 12, 1951
(P. L. 90), known as the “Liquor Code,” amendedJanuary14, 1952
(P. L. 2089), is amendedto read:

Section431. Malt andBrewedBeveragesManufacturers’,Distrib-
utors’ andImporting Distributors’ Licenses.__* * *

(c) The aforesaidlicensesshall be issuedonly to reputableindi-
viduals,partnershipsandassociationswhoare,or whosemembersare,
citizensof the UnitedStatesandhavefor two yearsprior to thedate
of their applicationsbeenresidentsof the Commonwealthof Pennsyl-
vaniaor to reputablecorporationsorganizedor duly registeredunder
the laws of the COmmonwealthof Pennsylvania.Such licensesshall
be issuedto corporationsduly organizedor registeredunderthelaws
of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaonly whenit appearsthat all
of the officers and directors of the corporation are citizens of the
United Statesandhavebeenresidentsof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniafor aperiodof at leasttwo yearsprior to the dateof applica-
tion, and that at least fifty-one per centumof the capital stock of
such corporationis actuallyowned by individualswho arecitizensof
the United Statesandhavebeenresidentsof the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania for a period of at least two years prior to the
dateof application:Provided,That stock inherited by an individual
nonresidentfrom a deceased[resident]ownerthereofandstock held
by an individual or corporatetrusteefor thebenefitof any individual
who is a beneficiaryof a trust which is valid underthe laws of this
Commonwealthshall, for the purposesof this subsection,be con-
sideredas beingownedby a residentof the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania,so longasit is actuallyownedby suchindividualnonresident
inheritor or held by such trustee.

SB 378

Amendingthe act of May 17, 1921 (P. L. 682), entitled “An act relating to insurance;
amending,revising, and consolidating the law providmg for the~mcorporation of
insurancecompanies,and the regulation, supervision,and protection of home and
foreign insurancecompanies,Lloyds associations,reciprocaland inter-insuranceex-
changes,and fire insurancerating bureaus,and the regulation and supervision of
insurancecarriedby suchcompanies,associations,andexchanges,rncludmginsurance
carriedby the StateWorkmen’s InsuranceFund; providing penalties; and repealing
existing laws,” further providing for the issuanceof policies covering dependents
over nineteen years of age who are incapable of self-sustainingemployment by
reasonof mentalretardationor physical handicap.
