SB 298

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the approval of the
Governor, to acquire certain tracts of land in the Townships of Sandy Lake and
Lake, Mercer County, for the use of Clarion State College; and making an
appropriation.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Supplies, with the
approval of the Governor, is hereby authorized to purchase in the
name of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, for use of Clarion State
College, any or all of such right, title or estate as may be available in
and to the following tracts of land in the Townships of Sandy Lake
and Lake, County of Mercer and Commonwealth of Pennsylvanis,
bounded and described as follows:

Tract No. 1. All that certain piece or parcel of land situate partly
in Sandy Lake Township, Mercer County, Pennsylvania, and partly
in Lake Township, Mercer County, Pennsylvania, bounded and de-
scribed as follows:

BEGINNING at a point in the center line of a public road known as
Route 358 the southeast corner of the land herein conveyed; thence
north 60 degrees 28 minutes west a distance of 912.2 feet to a point;
thence north 29 degrees 32 minutes east along land of James E. Amon
350 feet to a point; thence by lands of James E. Amon north 60
degrees 28 minutes west a distance of 175 feet to a point; thence
