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ciation. The county planningcommissionshallnot requirededication

of landfor recreationspaceif the subdivisioncontainslessthanfifty

lots. For subdivisionscontainingfifty or more lots, the countyplan-ET
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ning commission,if it determinesrecreationspaceis necessary,shall

require the dedication or grant in easementof five percentof the

total areaof all lots or ten thousandsquarefeet,whicheveris greater.

All plans,plots, and replots of land laid out in building lots, and the
streets,highways,alleysor otherportions of the sameintendedto be
dedicatedto public use, or the use of purchasersor ownersof lots
fronting thereonor adjacentthereto,locatedwithin thecountylimits,
exceptthoselocatedwithin a city or boroughor within a township
having adoptedby resolution or ordinanceland subdivisionregula~.
tions, shall be submittedto the County PlanningCommission,if one
hasbeencreated,and approvedby it before they shallbe recorded

Amendingthe act of May 24, 1945 (P. L. 982), entitled, as amended,“An act to au-
thorizethe Commonwealthor Statepublic bodies, as defined, to aid redevelopment
authoritiesin the elimination of blighted areasand their redevelopmentby dedicat-
ing, sellmg, conveyingor leasmgany of its property, by entering into contractsto
furnish and by furnishing to said authorities and to any Federal governmental
agency, parks,playgrounds,streetsand other improvementsand facilities; and by
donating or lendrngmoney and making appropriationstherefor; by acceptingpay.
ments and exercising certain other powers and duties,” defining “governing body”
and authorizing the Commonwealth,any State public body or private entity to
designatea redevelopmentauthority as agentfor certainpurposes.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:
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Section 1. Section 3, act of May 24, 1945 (P. L. 982), known as
the “RedevelopmentCooperationLaw,” is amendedby adding at
the end thereof,anew clauseto read:

Section 3. Definitions.—The following terms, wheneverused or
referredto in this act, shall havethe following respectivemeanings
unlessa different meaningclearly appearsfrom the context:

(e) “GoverningBody” shall mean, in the caseof a city, the city

council or other legislativebody thereof, andin the caseof a county

,

shall meanthe board of county commissionersor other legislative

body thereof.

Section 2. The act is amendedby addingafter section 6, a new
sectionto read:

Section 6.1. Designationof RedevelopmentAuthoritiesasAgents

;

Purpose.—TheCommonwealth,anyStatepublicbody or privateentity

by written agreementapprovedby the governingbody of the city or

county,as thecasemaybe, maydesignatea redevelopmentauthority

as its agentwithin the authority’s field of operationto perform any

specifiedactivity or to administerany specified program which the

Commonwealth,suchStatepublic body or privateentity is authorized

by law to do: Provided,however,That anysuchactivitiesor programs

shall be in furtheranceof the public purposesspecifiedin the Urban

RedevelopmentLaw of this Commonwealth.Such activities may in-ET
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clude,withoutbeinglimited to, redevelopment,renewal,rehabilitation

,

housing, conservation,urban beautification or comprehensivepro-ET
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gramsfor the developmentof entire sectionsor neighborhoods.It is

the purposeand intent of this section of the act to authorizethe

Commonwealth,any State public body or authority to do any and

all things necessaryor desirableto securethe financial aid or co-

operationof the Federalgovernmentin anyof their operations.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
