In order to carry into effect the act of Congress,ap-
proved July 2, 1862, grantingpublic land to the severalstatesfor
educationalpurposes,andsubsequentactsof Congressrelatedthereto,
andthe act of the GeneralAssemblyof Pennsylvaniaacceptingthe
provisionsand conditionsof said acts of Congressand pledgingthe
faith of the Stateto carry the sameinto effect, the sum of forty-
eight million four hundredsixty-eight thousandsevenhundredsixty-
six dollars ($48,468,766),or as much thereof as. maybe necessary,
is herebyspecifically appropriatedto the trusteesof The Pennsylvania
StateUniversity for the fiscal yearJuly 1, 1967 to June30, 1968, for
the following purposesandin the amountsas shown:

(1) For the generalmaintenanceof instruction,research,andex-
tensionin the College of Agriculture, the College of Arts andArchi-
tecture,the College of BusinessAdministration, the College of En-
gineering, the College of the Liberal Arts, the College of Human
Development,the College of Earth andMineral Sciences,the College
of Science,the Collegeof Education,the GraduateSchool, the College
of HealthandPhysicalEducation,the CommonwealthCampuses,the
Continuing EducationServicesand for the generalmaintenanceof
otherschools,departments,offices andservices,including repairsand
improvementsto the groundsand buildings, service of light, heat,

(2) For the purposeof carryingon researchand investigationto
discoverby-productsof anthraciteandbituminouscoal andusesthere-
for, of developingnew scientific, chemical, industrial, domesticand
other usesand new and extendedmarketsfor anthracitecoal and
its productsandfor employingengineers,chemists,technicalexperts,
assistants,clerks, stenographers,andother employesandpurchasing
such machinery, supplies, equipment,apparatus,and other things
necessaryin thefurtheranceof the aforesaidresearchand investiga-

tion, to be usedby the Collegeof Earth andMineral Sciencesunder
the supervisionof the StateDepartmentof Mines andMineral Indus-
tries. Moneys shallbe expendedfor this purposeonly to the extent
thatasumequalto fifty per centof thirty-seventhousandeighthun-
dred dollars ($37,800),the amountto be expendedby the Common-

wealth, is contributedto The PennsylvaniaState University by the
membersof the anthraciteandbituminous coal industry. Affidavits
evidencingsuchcontributionsshallbe submittedby the university to
theAuditor General.

(3) For the purposeof carryingon researchand investigationof
long-rangeproblemsaffecting the mineral industries. No more shall
be expendedfor this purposethanmayberequiredto matchan equal
sumcontributedto the university by oneor more industriesfor such
researchand investigation. The total contribution by the Common-
wealth shall not exceedthirty-one thousandfifty dollars ($31,050).
Affidavits evidencing such contribution shall be submitted by the
university to the Auditor General.

(4) The supportof researchand investigationof basic problems
affecting the slateandothernonmetallicmineralindustries,eighteen
thousandnine hundreddollars ($18,900).

(5) For researchin the diseasesof mapletrees, ten thousanddol-
lars ($10,000).

(6) For the support of researchand investigationof long-range
basicproblemsaffecting the mineral industries,seventeenthousand
five hundredfifty dollars ($17,550).

(7) For the useof the College of Agriculture for expendituresby
the Agricultural ExperimentStation for the supportof researchand
investigationdirectedtoward the developmentand productionof su-
perior strains of crops and livestock and to develop more efficient
methodsof producingandmarketingsuchproducts,eighty-onethou-
sand dollars ($81,000).

(8) For the maintenanceand the supportof researchandexperi-
mentalinvestigationor problemsrelatingto the petroleumindustry
of the State,seventythousanddollars ($70,000).

(9) For the useof the College of Agriculture for expenditureby
the Agricultural ExperimentStation for researchin the communi-
cable diseasesof mushrooms, marketing, engineeringand other
phasesof themushroomindustry,ninety-seventhousandfive hundred
dollars ($97,500).

(10) For the useof the Collegeof Agriculture for expenditureby
the Agricultural ExperimentStation for researchand investigation
of mastitis in the dairy cattle, twenty-seven thousand dollars
($27,000).

(11) (i) For a tuition supplementthe sumof two million five hun-
dred seventythousanddollars ($2,570,000). The moneys so appro-
priated by this clauseshall be applied by The PennsylvaniaState
University solely for the purposeof establishingfor full-time Penn-
sylvaniaresidentstudentsin all schoolsandcollegesof the university,
a tuition and fee rate of one hundredfifty dollars ($150) per term
at University Park andone hundredthirty dollars ($130) per term
at the CommonwealthCampuses.The funds appropriatedunderthis
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clausemay be usedby The PennsylvaniaState University for the
samepurposesas tuition andfeesreceivedfrom students.

(ii) For a tuition supplementthe sumof one million one hundred
seventy-five thousanddollars ($1,175,000). The moneys so appro-
priatedby this. clauseshall be applied by The PennsylvaniaState
University solely for the purposeof establishingthe credit hour rate
as follows: Feesfor part-time studentswho are residentsof Penn-
sylvaniashall be sixteendollars ($16) per credit for all studentsat
University Park Campus;fourteendollars ($14) per credit for all
studentsat CommonwealthCampusesContinuing Education Cretht
Centers;and twelve dollars ($12) per unit for certificate students;
and the fee chargedper credit for nonresidentsof Pennsylvaniam
thesethreecategoriesshall be at least two andone-half times the
fee per credit chargedfor residentsof Pennsylvania.The funds ap-
propriatedunderthis clausemaybe usedby The PennsylvaniaState
University for the samepurposesas tuition and fees receivedfrom
students.

The PennsylvaniaState University shall apply the
moneys appropriatedby this act only for such purposesas are per-
mitted in this actandshallat all timesmaintainproperrecordsshow-
ing the applicationof such moneys. Not later than one hundred
twenty days after the close of the fiscal year to which this act re-
lates,The PennsylvaniaStateUniversity shall file with the General
Assembly and with the Auditor General of the Commonwealth,a
statementsettingforth the amountsandpurposesof all expenditures
madefrom moneys appropriatedby this act and other university
accountsduringsaidfiscal year.

(3) For the generalmaintenanceof the School of Medicine, in-
cludingrepairsandimprovementsto the groundsandbuildings,serv-
ice of light, heat, power, water, and sewagedisposal,salariesand
wages,materials, supplies,equipment,books and periodicals, insur-
anceand interest, andsuch other expendituresas the trusteesmay
deemnecessaryandpracticable,but the total sum of such expendi-
turesshallnot exceedonemillion sevenhundredfifty thousanddollars
($1,750,000).

(4) For the generalmaintenanceof the Library School, including
repairsand improvementsto the groundsand buildings, service of
light, heat,power, water and sewagedisposal, salariesand wages,
materials,supplies,equipment,books andperiodicals, insuranceand
interest, andsuch otherexpendituresas the trusteesmaydeemnec-
essaryandpracticable,but the total sum of. such expendituresshall
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not exceedone hundred ninety-nine thousandone hundred dollars

(5) For the staffingof abaccalaureateandgraduateprofessional

(6) For a Professorshipin ExperimentalMedicine in the School
of Medicine of the University to be known as the Commonwealth
JonasE. Salk Professorshipof ExperimentalMedicineto befilled with
that memberof the medical professionwho, in the opinion of the
Trusteesof the University of Pittsburgh,has madean outstanding
contributionin the field of experimentalmedicine, the sum of thirty-
two thousanddollars ($32,000).

(7) For the general maintenanceof the Allegheny Observatory,
including repairs and improvementsto the grounds and buildings,
service of light, heat, power, water, and sewagedisposal, salaries
andwages,materials,supplies,equipment,books andperiodicals,in-
suranceandinterest,andsuchotherexpendituresas thetrusteesmay
deemnecessaryandpracticable,but the total sum of such expendi-
turesshallnot exceedeighty thousanddollars ($80,000).

(8) For the generalmaintenanceof the ComputingCenter,includ-
ing repairsand improvementsto the groundsandbuildings, service
of light, heat,power, water,andsewagedisposal,salariesandwages,
materials,supplies,equipment,books andperiodicals, insuranceand
interest,andsuch other expendituresas the trusteesmay deemnec-
essaryandpracticable,but the total sum of such expendituresshall
not exceed six hundred seventy-eightthousanddollars ($678,000).

Section2. The University of Pittsburghshall apply the moneys
appropriatedby this actonly for suchpurposesas are permittedin
this act andshall at all times maintainproperrecordsshowing the
application of such moneys. Not later than ninety days after the
close of the fiscal year to which this actrelates,the University of
Pittsburghshall file with the GeneralAssemblyandwith the Auditor
Generalof the Commonwealth,astatementsettingforth the amounts
and purposesof all expendituresmadefrom moneys appropriated
by this act and other university accountsduring said fiscal year.
Such statementof expendituresshall be reviewed by the Auditor
Generalof the Commonwealth,andhe shallhavethe right, in respect
to the moneysappropriatedby this act, to audit anddisallow expen-
ditures madefor purposesnot permittedby this act and to cause
such sumsto be recoveredandpaidby the University of Pittsburgh
to the Treasurerof the Commonwealth. In respectto expenditures
madeby the university from moneysother than thoseappropriated
by this act, the Auditor Generalshall havethe right to review only
andhe shall file annuallywith the GeneralAssemblysuch informa-
tion concerningsuch expendituresas the GeneralAssembly or any
of its committeesmay require. As to the moneysappropriatedfor

the purposesspecified in section 1, clause (2), the Auditor General
shall determinethat the requirednumberof Pennsylvaniaresidents
havebeenchargedthe specified tuition rate, and the bona fides of
the residenceof those claiming to be Pennsylvaniaresidents.

Section 3. This actshall take effect July 1, 1967.

A SUPPLEMENT

HB 2121

To the act of November 30, 1965 (P. L. 843), entitled “An act providing for
the establishmentandoperationof TempleUniversity asan instrumentality
of the Commonwealthto serveas a State-relateduniversity in the higher
educationsystem of the Commonwealth;providing for changeof name;
providing for the compositionof the board of trustees;terms of trustees,
and the power and duties of such trustees;providing for preferenceto
Pennsylvaniaresidentsin tuition; providing for public support and capital
improvements;authorizingappropriationsin amountsto be fixed annually
by the GeneralAssembly;providing for theauditingof accountsof expendi-
tures from said appropriations;authorizingthe issuanceof bondsexempt
from taxationwithin the Commonwealth;requiring the Presidentto make
an annualreport of the operationsof Temple University,” making appro-
priations for carryingthe sameinto effect, providing for a tuition supple-
ment to all full-time and part-time Pennsylvaniaresident students, and
providing a methodof accountingfor the fundsappropriated.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section1. The sumof twenty-eightmillion sixty-onethousandone
hundredforty-six dollars ($28,061,146)or as much thereof as may
be necessary,is herebyspecifically appropriatedto the trusteesof
TempleUniversity at Philadelphiafor the fiscal yearof July 1, 1967
to June30, 1968, for the following purposesand in the amountsas
shown:

(1) For the generalmaintenanceof all schools,departments,divi-sions, offices, andservicesof the university, with the exceptionof
the Schoolof Medicine, including repairsand improvementsto the
groundsandbuildings, serviceof light, heat,power, water, andsew-
agedisposal,salariesandwages,materials,suppliesequipment,books
andperiodicals, insuranceand interest, andsuch other expenditures
as may be necessaryandpracticable,but the total sum of such ex-
pendituresshall not exceedfifteen million five hundred forty-eight
thousandsevenhundredsixty dollars ($15,548,760).
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(2) For a tuition supplementthe sumof eight million sevenhun-
dred sixty-four thousandthreehundredeighty-six dollars ($8,764,-
386). The moneys so appropriatedby this clauseshall be appliedby
TempleUniversity solely for the purposeof establishingfor full-time
Pennsylvaniaresident studentsin all schools and divisions of the
university,with the exceptionof the Schoolof Medicine, a uniform
tuition and fee rate of four hundredfifty dollars ($450), andestab-
lishing an undergraduatecredit-hourrate of fourteen dollars ($14)
andagraduatecredit-hourrateof sixteendollars ($16) for part-time
Pennsylvaniaresidentstudents,and for the purposeof establishing
at the Ambler Campusandat all otherextensioncampusesor centers
of the university a uniform tuition and fee rate of three hundred
ninety dollars ($390) for full-time Pennsylvaniaresidentstudents.
The funds appropriatedunder this clausemay be usedby Temple
University for the samepurposesas tuition and feesreceivedfrom
students.

(3) For the generalmaintenanceof the School of Medicine, in-
cluding repairs and improvementsto the grounds and buildings,
serviceof light, heat,power, water,andsewagedisposal,salariesand
wages,materials, supplies,equipment,books andperiodicals, insur-
anceand interest, andsuchother expendituresas maybe necessary
and practicable,but the total sum of such expendituresshall not
exceedthreemillion threehundredten thousanddollars ($3,310,000).

(4) For a tuition supplementthe sumof four hundredthirty-eight
thousanddollars ($438,000). The moneys so appropriatedby this
clauseshall be appliedby TempleUniversity solely for the purpose
of establishingfor full-time Pennsylvaniaresidentstudentsin the
Schoolof Medicineatuition andfee rate of four hundredfifty dollars
($450). The moneysappropriatedunderthis clausemay be usedby
TempleUniversity for the samepurposesas tuition andfeesreceived
from students.

Section2. It shall be a condition of this appropriationact that
the tuition andfee rate chargedto full-time studentswho are non-
residentsof Pennsylvania,in all schoolsanddivisions of the univer-
sity, shallbe at least two and one-half the rate chargedto full-time
Pennsylvaniaresident students,during the academicyear July 1,
1967 to June30, 1968.

Section 3. TempleUniversity shallapply themoneysappropriated
by this actonly for such purposesas are permitted in this actand
shall at all timesmaintain properrecordsshowing the application
of such moneys. Not later than sixty daysafter the close of the
fiscal yearto which this actrelates,TempleUniversity shall file with
the GeneralAssemblyandwith the Auditor Generalof the Common-
wealth, a statementsetting forth the amountsand purposesof all
expendituresmadefrom moneysappropriatedby this act andother
university accountsduring said fiscal year. Such statementof ex-
pendituresshallbe reviewedby the Auditor Generalof the Common-
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wealth, andhe shallhavethe right, in respectto the moneysappro-
priatedby this act, to audit anddisallow expendituresmadefor pur-
posesnot permittedby this actandto causesuch sumsto be recov-
eredandpaidby TempleUniversity to theTreasurerof the Common-
wealth. In respectto expendituresmadeby the University from
moneysotherthan thoseappropriatedby this act, the Auditor Gen-
eral shallhavethe right to reviewonly andhe shall file annuallywith
the GeneralAssemblysuchinformationconcerningsaidexpenditures
as the GeneralAssemblyor any of its committeesmay require. As
to the moneysappropriatedfor the purposesspecifiedin section 1,
clauses(2) and (4), the Auditor Generalshall determinethat the
required numberof full-time Pennsylvaniaresident studentshave
beenchargedthe specifiedtuition rate,thatthe ratio of residentrates
to nonresidentratesprescribedby section2 hereof havebeenmain-
tained,and the bonafides of the residenceof those claiming to be
Pennsylvaniaresidents.

Section 4. This act shall take effect July 1, 1967.

HB 2157

Making an appropriationto the Elwyn Institute at Elwyn in the County of
Delaware,Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,and prescribing certain condi-
tions upon which the appropriationwill be availableto the school.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The sum of onemillion nine,hundredeighty thousand
dollars ($1,980,000),or as much thereof as may be necessary,is
hereby specifically appropriatedto the Elwyn Institute at Elwyn,
DelawareCounty, Pennsylvania,for the maintenanceof six hundred
wardsof the Con’in’ionwealth, at threethousandthreehundreddollars
($3,300),per capitafor the fiscal yearJuly 1, 1967 to June30, 1968.
This appropriationshall be available to pay the actual expenseof
maintenanceof the wards of the Commonwealthat the institution,
computedin accordancewith generallyrecognizedaccountingstand-
ardsapprovedby the Auditor General,but not in excessof themaxi-
mum amountper capitahereinaboveprovided. Absencesor vacations
of threeweeksor less in any fiscal year shall not be deducted,but
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any absencesor vacationsin excessof threeweeksin anyfiscal year
shall be deducted.

Section2. The appropriationmadeby this act is madeon the
condition that every mental defectiveadmittedto the Elwyn Insti-
tute, after the effective dateof this act, andwho is a ward of the
Commonwealth (1) shall be selectedby the Departmentof Public
Welfarefrom a list submittedfrom time to time to the department
by the board of directorsof the institution, and (2) shall havebeen
previously investigatedby the Departmentof Revenuefor the pur-
poseof determiningtheextent,if any,suchmentaldefective,or those
legally liable for his or her support,may be financially able to pay
the costof the maintenanceof the personin the institute.

Section 3. This actshall takeeffect July 1, 1967.

SB 1231

Making an appropriationto the Departmentof Justicefor the paymentof a
claim of the United Statesagainstthe Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.
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The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Findingsof Fact.—OnJanuary26, 1956, the Common-
wealthof Pennsylvaniaenteredinto acontractwith the UnitedStates
Departmentof Agriculture wherebythe Departmentof Agriculture
agreedto donateand the Commonwealthagreedto receiveanddis-
tribute surplusfood commodities,or causetheir distribution to eli-
gible, needy recipients.

On February13, 1959 and March 25, 1960, the County Commis-
sionersof CambriaCounty agreedwith the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniato acceptfor distributionthe surplusfoodsreferredto above.

An audit wasperformedin Juneof 1960 by the UnitedStatesDe-
partmentof Agricultureon recordsof CambriaCounty’ssurplusfood
and as a result of said audit the Commonwealthwas chargedas
liable for surplus foods wrongfully distributed to, or by, Cambria
County recipientsof the valueof over two hundredthousanddollars
($200,000)andthe UnitedStatesDepartmentof Justiceaverredthat
overninety thousanddollars ($90,000) of said amountof unauthor-
ized distribution was supportedby the recordsof the Departmentof
Public Welfare, Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

Monthly reports,as given by the County of Cambriato the Com-
monwealth,and in turn given by the Commonwealthto the United
StatesDepartmentof Agriculture, listed the numberof personsre-
ceiving public assistancewho were receivingsurplusfoodsunder the
distribution program then in existence. The certification from the
county to the Commonwealth, and in turn by the Commonwealthto
the United StatesDepartmentof Agriculture, indicatedthat over a
thirty-one month period, on a monthly basis,approximatelyninety
six hundredpersonsreceived surplus foods. Said certification was
erroneouslyandnegligently given to the United StatesDepartment
of Agriculture. In fact, during this period, approximatelyseventy-
six hundredpersonswere receivingpublic assistanceeachmonth in
said county, from the PennsylvaniaDepartmentof Public Welfare.
Thus, surplus food was negligently distributed to approximately two
thousandpeoplewho were not legally entitled thereto.

In May of 1964, the United StatesGovernmentinstituted suit at
8501 Civil Term of the Middle District of Pennsylvania,claiming
damagesin the sum of ninety thousandtwo hundred twenty-eight
dollars and fifty sevencents ($90,228.57)being the declaredvalue
of the surplusfood distributedasa resultof the saiderroneousand
negligentcertification. On July 12, 1966, the Commonwealthcaused
the County of Cambriato be joined as an additional defendant in
the said suit.

The United States Governmenthas agreedto accept twenty-five
thousand dollars ($25,000) in settlement of its suit and the County
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of Cambria agreed to and has paid twenty thousanddollars ($20,000)
of said settlement amountand the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
has agreedto pay the sum of five thousanddollars ($5,000) in full
settlement of all of the saidclaim againstit.

Section 2. Appropriation.—The sum of five thousand dollars
($5,000), or as much thereof as is necessary,is appropriatedto the
Departmentof Justicefor the purposeof making full settlementof
the claim of the United Statesagainstthe Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniadescribedin section 1 of this act.

Section 3. Effective Date.—Thisactshall takeeffect immediately.
