Containing Carbon Tetrachloride, Chlorobromomethane or Methy-

lene Bromide.—~Whoever sells any portable fire extinguisher contain-

ing carbon tetrachloride Cly hlorcbromomethane sBrCl) or

methylene bromide, (CHaBr) knowing it is intended for use in a single

or multiple family dwelling or a hospital, rest-home, school, theater

or other building generally open to the publie, i3 guilty of a misde-
meanor, and, upon conviction thereof, shall be sentenced to pay a fine
not exceeding one hundred dollars ($100) or undergo imprisonment
not exceeding sixty (60) days, or both,

Section 2. This act shall take effect December 31, 1988.
