Amending the act of August 8, 1961 (P. L. 971), entitled “An act to regulatethe sale
anddistribution for agriculturalpurposesof ground limestone,burnedand hydrated
lime, gypsum, slag, and related products in the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania;
conferring powersand imposing duties on the Departmentof Agriculture; establish-
ing fees; making an appropriationand prescribingpenahies7providing further for
the disposition of revenues.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Subsection (b) of section 5, act of August 8, 1961
(P. L. 971), knownas the “PennsylvaniaAgricultural Lime Act,” is
amendedto read:

Section 5. Control Fea—t

(b) Salesof agricultural liming materialsto manufacturersor ex-
changesbetweenthem are hereby exemptedfrom the control fee.
Registration and control fees and fines, when collected, shall be
[placed in the Feedand Fertilizer Fund to be usedsolely] paid into

the State Treasury,andshall be creditedto the generalgovernment

operationsappropriationof the Departmentof Agriculture for the

paymentof the costsof inspection,sampling,analysis,andotherex-
pensesnecessaryfor the administrationof this act and other acts
specified by the GeneralAssembly [and as muchthereof as is neces-
sary is herebyappropriatedfrom time to time].

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
