Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies with the approval of the
Governor to subleasecertain State property to the Allied Services for the Handi-
capped,Inc.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Upon the erection, constructionand completion of an
annex to the ScrantonStateGeneralHospitaland the leasingthereof
by the General State Authority to the Commonwealthof Pennsyl-
vania, the Departmentof Property and Supplieswith the approval
of the Governor is hereby authorizedand directed to subleasefor
the rental of onedollar (*1) per annumto the Allied Servicesfor the
Handicapped,Inc. said property upon such terms and conditionsas
shall be agreedupon.

Section 2. The subleaseshall be preparedby the Departmentof
Justiceandexecutedby the Secretaryof PropertyandSupplieswith
the approval of the Governor.

Section3. During the termof saidsubleaseor any renewalthereof,
the Allied Servicesfor the Handicapped,Inc. shallbe subjectto the
laws of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaand the rules andregu-
lations promulgatedby any department,board or commissionof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaor any agency governing private
nonprofit institutions.

Section 4. The provisions of this act shall become effective im-
mediately.

Amending the act of June 24, 1939 (P. L. 872), entitled “An act to consolidate.
amendand revise the penal laws of the Commonwealth,”prohibiting the throwing,
shooting or propelling of certainmissiles into an occupiedvehicleor instrumentality
of public transportationand prescribing the punishment therefor.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:
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Section 1. The act of June 24, 1939 (P. L. 872), known as “The
Penal Code,” is amendedby addingafter section630 a new section
to read:

Section630.1. Prohibitingthe Propulsionof Missilesinto an Occu-ET
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pied Vehicle.—Whoeverwilfully throws, shoots or propels a rock

,

stone,brick, or pieceof iron, steel or other like metal, or anydeadly

or dangerousmissile,or fire bomb, into a vehicleor instrumentalityof

public transportationthat is occupiedby one or morepersonsis guilty

of amisdemeanor,anduponconvictionshallbe sentencedto payafine

not exceedingone thousanddollars ($1,000),or to undergoimprison-ET
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ment not exceedingone (1) year, or both.

Section2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of January 24, 1966 (P. L. 1534), entitled “An act providing for
the suspension of the duty to pay rent for dwellings certified to be unfit for human
habitation in cities of the first class and cities of the second class and second class
A and providing for the withholding and disposition of shelter allowances,” extend-
ing the act to cities of the third class, and revising the provisions relating to escrow
accounts.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section1. The title, act of January24, 1966 (P. L. 1534),entitled
“An act providing for the suspensionof the duty to pay rent for
dwellings certified to be unfit for humanhabitation in cities of the
first class and cities of the secondclassand secondclass A andpro-
viding for the withholding anddispositionof shelterallowances,”is
amendedto read:

Providing for the suspensionof the duty to pay rent for dwellings

certified to be unfit for humanhabitationin cities [of thefirst class
andcities of the secondclassandsecondclassA] andprovidingfor
the withholding and dispositionof shelterallowances.
