SB 1361

Amending the act of May 6, 1968 (Act No. 61), entitled “An act providing for grants
to be made by the Commonwealth for the construction, rehabilitation, alteration,
expansion, or improvement of certain site development facilities; imposing duties
and powers on the Secretary of Commerce and the Department of Commerce; and
making an appropriation,” providing for grants to be made by the Conunonwealth
for assistancein the acquisition of land located in designated impoverished urban
areas.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The title and clause (7) of section 2, act of May 6,
1968 (Act No. 61), known as the “Site Development Act,” are
amendedto read:

certainsite developmentfacilities andassistancein the acquisition

of land located in designatedimpoverishedurban areasimposing

dutiesand powerson the Secretaryof Commerceand the Depart-
merit of Commerce;andmaking an appropriation.
Section 2. Definitions.—As used in this act:
* * *

(7) “Project costs” include the cost of design and engineering,
togetherwith such other expensesas may be necessaryor incident
to the constructionof the site developmentproject andthe placing
of the samein operation,and, in the caseof a site developmentproj-ET
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ect underclause (5) of section3 of this act, the cost of acquisition.

Section 2. Section3 of the act is amendedby addingat the end
thereof, a new clauseto read:

Section 3. Grantsfor Site DevelopmentProjects.—Thesecretary
is herebyauthorized,upon applicationof any eligible municipality,
municipal authority, industrialdevelopmentagency,or Stateagency,
to makegrants to said municipality, municipal authority, industrial
developmentagency,or Stateagencyfor the construction,rehabilita-
tion, alteration, expansion, or improvement of the following site
developmentprojects:

(5) The acquisitionof land andexisting improvementslocatedin

impoverishedurban areasas certified by the Secretaryof ‘Public

Welfare

“Public” not in original.
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Section 3. Section4 of the act is amendedt0 read:
Section 4. Grant Limitations.—Theamountof any project grant

madeunder the authority of section 3 of this act shall not exceed
fifty percentof projectcosts;and, in no caseshall the amountof any
project grant be in excessof ten percentof the appropriationunder
this act, nor shall the total amountof such grantsto coverthe acqui-ET
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sition of land andexisting improvementsunder clause (5) of sec-ET
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tion 3 of this act exceedtwenty-five percentof the appropriation

underthis act.

Section 4. The sum of one million dollars ($1,000,000), or as
much thereof as may be necessary,is hereby appropriatedto the
Departmentof Commercefor the purposesset forth in the “Site
DevelopmentAct.”

Section 5. This act shall take effect July 1, 1968.

Amending the act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30), entitled ‘An act relating to the
public school system, including certain provisionsapplicable as well to private and
parochial schools; amending,revising, conso’idating and changingthe laws relating
thereto,” providing minimum salariesand incrementsfor professionaland temporary
professionalemployes.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 930, act of March 10, 1949 (P. L. 30), known
asthe “Public SchoolCodeof 1949,” is amendedby addingatthe end
thereofa new subsectionto read:

Section 930. Professional and Temporary Professional Em-
p1oyes.~~~.** *

(j) Minimum SalariesandIncrements.All professionaland tem-ET
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porary professionalemployes of county boards of school directors

shallbe entitled to the sameminimumsalariesand incrementswithin
