Amending the act of May 26, 1949 (P. L. 1828), entitled “An act concerning
the investment powers and duties of guardians, committees, trustees, and
other fiduciaries, except personal representatives, and prescribing the na-
ture and kind of investments which may be made and retained by such
fiduciaries,” authorizing investments in obligations of the Tennessee Valley
Authority and any investment subject to the prudent man rule.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennaylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The act of May 26, 1949 (P. L. 1828), known as the
“Fidueciaries Investment Act of 1949,” is amended by adding after
gection 2, a new section to read:

Section 2.1. Prudent Man Rule.—Any investment shall be an au-

thorized investment if purchased or retained in the exercise of that
degree of judgment and care, under the circumstances then prevail-
