Amending the act of April 29, 1959 (P. L. 58), entitled “An act consolidating
and revising the Vehicle Code, the Tractor Code, the Motor Vehicle Finan-
cial Responsibility Act and other acts relating to the ownership, possession
and use of vehicles and tractors,” authorizing additional spot lamps for
police vehicles, ambulances and fire equipment.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 802, act of April 29, 1959
(P. 1. 58), known as “The Vehicle Code,” is amended to read:

Section 802, Additional Lights and Devices.—

(a) Spot Lamps.—Any motor vehicle or motorcycle may be
equipped with not to exceed one (1) spet lamp, but ambulances, police

vehicles and fire equipment may be equipped with two (2) spot lamps;

and every lighted spot lamp shall be so aimed and used, upon ap-
proaching another vehicle, that no part of the high intensity portion
of the beam will be directed to the left of the prolongation of the
extreme left side of the vehicle displaying the light nor more than
one hundred (100) feet ahead of said vehicle.
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Penalty.—Any person violating any of the provisions of this sec-
tion, or any perscnt who shall use a warning lamp of the type author-
ized by subsection (d) of this section while a vehicle is in moftion,
shall, upon summary conviction before a magistrate, be sentenced to
pay a fine of ten dollars ($10.00) and costs of prosecution, and, in
default of the payment thereof, shall underge imprisonment for not
more than five (5) days.
