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Amending the act of July 22, 1965 (P. L. 230), entitled “An act authorizing
ordinances and certain resolutions of incorporated towns to be in force
after attachment to the ordinance book of the incorporated town, and vali-
dating certain records of incorporated towns,” providing methods for the
recording and transcribing of records, and validating the records.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 2, act of July 22, 1965 (P. L. 230}, entitled “An
act authorizing ordinances and certain resolutions of incorporated
towns to be in force after attachment to the ordinance book of the
incorporated town, and wvalidating certain records of incorporated
towns,” iy amended to read:

Section 2. Typewritten, Printed, Photostated and Microfilmed Ree-
ords Valid; Recording or Transcribing Records.—All town records,
required to be recorded or transcribed, shall be deemed valid if type-
written, printed, photostated or microfilmed, and where recording in
a specified book of record is required, except minutes of the proceed-

ings of the council, such records may be recorded or transcribed in a

mechamcal or kez-ogerated post binder book, or bound book Wlth

pages being . consecutlvelx numbered by transcribing directly upon the

pages of such book of record or may be attached to such book of ree-
ord by stapling or by glue or any other adhesive substance or mate-
rial, and all records heretofore recorded or transcribed in any manner
authorized by this section are validated. The minutes of proceedings

of the council shall, in the manner prescribed by this section for other
records, be recorded in a bound book. When any record ghall be re-

corded or transcribed after the effective date of this act by attaching
such record or a copy thereof to the book of record as hereinabove
provided, the town seal shall be impressed upon each page to which
such record is attached, each impression thereof covering both a por-
tion of the attached record and a portion of the page of the book of
record to which such record is attached.

Section 2. All records heretofore recoerded or transcribed as au-
thorized under section 2 are validated.

Section 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
