The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The actof April 22, 1905 (P. L. 260), entitled “An act
to preservethe purity of the watersof the State,for the protection
of the public health,” is amendedby addingafter section 3, a new
sectionto read:

Section 3.1. (a) In order to ensurethe furnishing of adequate

suppliesof safewater to the public, the Departmentof Health may

takeaction as hereinafterprovided to assurethe potability of water

,

and, if needbe, the maintenanceof propertreatmentequipmentby

every permittee.

(b) Wheneverthe Departmentof Health finds any permitteeis fail-ET
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ing to meet such standardsof properpotability, or, if needbe the
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maintenanceof propertreatmentequipmentas are necessaryto as-ET
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sure a potable supply to the public, it may order the permittee to

make correction thereof within sixty days. On failure of the per-ET

may apply for an order in the court of commonpleasof the county

where the permittee is located to take over the permittee’swater

supply andwater treatmentfacilities for such period of time asmay

be necessaryto makeany such correction.

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rectionshall be boneby the delinquentpermitteeasshallbe ordered

by the court.
