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andhashadpresentedto him apetition or requestby the properau-
thorities of such State park or such park supervised,operatedand

maintainedby a political subdivisionor Federalresettlementproject

for abandonmentof suchportion of State highway as a State high-
way route, at any time by written order to declaresuchportion of
Statehighway to be abandonedas a part of the systemof Statehigh-
ways, and thereuponsuchportion shall no longer be a part of such
system:Provided,That thesecretaryshall first submit such proposed
order of abandonmentto the Governorand to the governingbody of

the political subdivisionthrough which the highway passesand that

the same shall be approvedby [him] them: And provided further

,

That the secretaryshallfirst give public noticeof such proposedorder

of abandonmentby advertisingsuch proposedorder of abandonment

threetimes,eachpublicationon adifferent day, in onenewspaperof

generalcirculation within theareaadjacentto any such park or Fed-ET
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eral resettlementprojectandby postingacopy of suchproposedorder

of abandonmentin a conspicuousplace along such portion of State

highway included in such order.

HB 983

Amending the act of June 3, 1937 (P. L. 1225), entitled “An act concerning
gameand other wild birds and wild animals; and amending,revising, con-
solidating,and changingthe law relating thereto,”further providing for free
hunting licensesfbr th~a6&edveteransandexemptingany resident of the
Commonwealthwho is in the service with the armed forces of the United
Statesunder certain circumstancesfrom the paymentof a fee to the Com-
monwealth for a residenthunter’s license.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section 1. The last paragraphof section 302, act of June3, 1937
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(P. L. 1225), known as “The GameLaw,” amendedAugust 6, 1963
(P. L. 515), is amendedto read:

Section 302. ResidentLicenseFees._* * *

Any residentdisabledveteranof anywar whose disability consists
of the loss of oneor morelimbs or the lossof the useof oneor more
limbs, or whopresentsaphysician’scertificateof total or onehundred

percentdisability, and who meetsthe above qualifications shall be

issuedsuchlicense upon applicationto any county treasurerwithout
the paymentof the abovelicensefee providedfor theuseof theCom-
monwealth. The applicationfor the issuanceof alicensein such case
shall in addition to the other information required,containa state-
ment that the applicant is awar veteranand that his disability was
serviceincurred. The countytreasurermaylikewise require of such
applicantthe productionof such applicant’sdischargepapers.

Section2. Section302 of the act is amendedby addingat the end
thereof 1 two new 2 paragraphsto read:

Section 302. ResidentLicenseFees._* * *

Any residentof the Commonwealthwho is. in fulltime active service

with the armed forces of the United Statesother than temporary

active duty for training andduring the time he is on official military

leave, furlough, passor on medical leave from such fulitime active

serviceshallduring the durationof the conflict in Vietnam,be issued

suchlicenseupon applicationto anycountytreasurerwithin the Com-ET
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monwealthwithout the paymentof the abovelicensefee providedfor

the use of the Commonwealth.

The applicationfor the issuanceof a licensein suchcase,shall, in

addition to the otherinformation required,give the serial numberof

the branchof service to which the applicant is attached,together

with the applicant’srank, company,battalion,regiment,division, and

othermilitary organization. The applicantshall also furnish for the

perusal of the county treasurerthe official military papersstating

that said applicant is on official military leave, furlough, passor on

medicalleave.
