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time of the offense of prison breach on the original sentence and any
other sentences previously imposed,

The word “imprisonment,” as used in this section, means actual
confinement in any penal or correctional institution, regional jail, for-

estry camp and other off institution grounds, facility or installation,
established by law located in this Commonwealth, or any restraint

by lawful authority pursuant to a commitment issued by an jssujng
authority, a court order or after conviction of any crime.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.
