Amending the act of June 1, 1956 (P. L. 1959), entitled, as amended,‘An act fix-
ing the salariesandcompensationof the Chief Justiceand judges of the Supreme
Court, the PresidentJudgeand judges of the Superior Court, the judges of the
courts of common pleas, the judges of the orphans’ courts, the judges of the
