SB 1548

Amending the act of May 17, 1956 (P. L. 1609), entitled “An act to promote
the welfare of the people of the Commonwealth by the reduction of unemploy-
ment in certain areas of the Commonwealth determined to be critical economic
areas; providing for the establishment of industrial development projects in
such areas; creating The Pennsylvania Industrial Development Authority as
a body eorporate and politic with power to allocate funds for and make secured
loans to industrial development agencies for the payment of a part of the cost
of industrial development projects in critical economic areas; autherizing the
Authority to enter into agreements with the Government of the United States or
any Federal agency or industrial development agency; empowering the Authority
1o take title 1g, sell, convey and lease indusirial development projects where neces-
sary to protect loans made by the Pennsylvania Industrial Development Au-
thority on industrial development projects; providing that no debt of the
Commonwealth, its municipalities or political subdivisions shall be incurred in
the exercise of any powers granted by this act; and providing for the examma-
tion of the accounts and affairs of the Authonty, and making an appropriation,”
removing the Secretary of Internal Affairs as a member of the board and
naming the Secretary of Community Affairs as a member of the hoard.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
kereby enacts ag follows:

Section 1. Section 4, act of May 17, 1956 (P. L. 1609}, known
as the “Pennsylvania Indugtrial Development Authority Aet,” is
amended to read:

Section 4. The Pennsylvania Industrial Development Authority.—
There is hereby created a body corporate and politic, constituting a
publie corporation and government instrumeniality by the name of
“The Pennsylvania Industrial Development Authority,” the board of
members of which shall he composed of the following: The Secretary
of Commerce, who will serve as Chairman, the Secretary of Labor
and Industry, the Secretary of [Internal] Community Affairs and the

Secretary of Banking and their respective successorg in office and
seven additional members who shall be appointed by the Gowvernor
with the advice and consent of the Senate who shall represent the
general public and the public interest. The members of the Authority
initially appointed by the Governor shall continue in office for terms
of one to seven years, respectively, from the date of their appoint-
ment and until their respective successors shall be duly appointed
and qualified, the term of each appointed member to be designated
by the Governor at the time of his appointment; but their successors
gshall each be appointed for a term of seven years, except that any
person appointed to fill a vacaney shall serve only for the unexpired
term, and any appointed member of the Authority shall be eligible
for re-appointment. Said members of the Authority shall be entitled
to no compensation for their services ag members, but shall be en-
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titled to reimbursement for all necessary expenses incurred in con-
nection with the performance of their duties as members.
Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

Amending the act of June 1, 1956 (P. L. 1953), entitled, as amended, “An act fixing
the salaries and compensation of the Chief Justice and judges of the Supreme
Court, the President Judge and judges of the Superior Court, the judges of the
courts of common pleas, the judges of the orphans’ courts, the judges of the
County Court of Philadelphia and the judges of the County Court and Juvenile
Court of Allegheny County, certain associate judges not learned in the law, cer~
tain state officers, and the salary and expenses of the members of the General
Assembly, and repealing certain inconsistent acts,” deleting the nonexistent office
of Secretary of Internal Affairs and adding the Secretary of Community Affairs.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 18, act of June 1, 1956 (P. L. 1959), entitled, as
amended, “An act fixing the salaries and compensation of the Chief
Justice and judges of the Supreme Court, the President Judge and
judges of the Superior Court, the judges of the courts of common
pleas, the judges of the orphans’ courts, the judges of the County
Court of Philadelphia and the judges of the County Court and
Juvenile Court of Allegheny County, certain associate judges not
learned in the law, certain state officers, and the salary and expenses
of the members of the General Aszembly, and repealing certain incon-
gistent acts,” amended May 8, 1967 (P. L. 22), is amended to read:

Section 13. Annual salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor,
and the heads of departments, shall be payable in equal semi-monthly
installments, as follows:

Governor, forty-five thousand dollars ($45,000).

Lieutenant Governor, thirty-two thousand five hundred dollars
($32,500),

Secretary of the Commonweslth, twenty-five thousand dollars
($25,000).

Commissioner of Professional and Occupational Affairs, fifteen
thousand dollars ($15,000).

Attorney General, twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000}.

Auditor General, thirty-two thousand five hundred dollars ($32,-
500).
