—Whenever a club license has been returned to the board for the

benefit of the_licensee due to the licensed establishment not having
been in operation for any reason whatsoever for a veriod of time
not exceeding fifteen days, the license shall be held by the board for

the benefit of fhe licensee for a period of time not exceeding one

year, or, upon proper application to the board, for an additional
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period, and transfer of ihe license shall not be permitted after the
termination of the period.
