Section 2199.18. Appropriations to Industrial Development

Agencies.—Theboard of commissionersof any county of the second

class A may appropriateannuallysuch amountsas may be deemed

necessaryto any “industrial developmentagency,” as defined in the

act of May 81, 1956 (P. L. 1911), knownas the “Industrial Develop-ET
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ment AssistanceLaw,” to assist such agenciesin the financing of

their operationalcostsfor the purposesof making studies, surveys

,

and investigations,the compilation of data and statistics and in

carryingout of planningandpromotional programs

.

Section 2199.14. Appropriations to Tourist PromotionAgencies

—The board of commissionersof any county of the secondclassA

may appropriateannually suchamountsof money but not in excess

of ten cents (10fl for each residentof the county, as determined

by the last census,which may be deemednecessaryto any “tourist

promotion agency,” as defined in the act of April 28, 1961 (P. L.

Section 2199.16. Agreementswith the FederalGovernmentfor

Health and Welfare Programs.—Anycounty of the secondclass A —

may, through the commissioners,enter into agreementswith the

FederalGovernmentfor any program not in conflict with an exist-ET
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ing or hereafterestablishedState program offered by the Federal

Governmentfor the promotionof the healthor welfareof its citizens —

and in furtheranceof said programsmay comply with conditions

,

rules or regulationsattachedby the FederalGovernment

.

Eachsuchcountymayacceptgifts or grantsof money,property or

servicesfrom anysource,public or private, andmayappropriatesuch

funds as maybe necessaryto carry out saidprograms,

Section 2.
