Reenactingand amendingthe act of September26, 1961 (P. L. 1661), entitled “An act
providing for group life insurance for State employes; establishing a schedule;
providing for payment; providing for reduction of insurance upon retirement;
authorizingthe Secretaryof Propertyand Supplies to act as exclusive agentfor the
purposeof contractingfor insurance;and providing for administrationand advisory
servicesby the Departmentof Property and Supplies,” providing for contributions
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by the State, increasingthe amounts of insurance provided under the schedule,
reducing the period of continuousservice required for eligibility, deleting the pro-
vision relating to insurancecoveragefor retired employes and consulting services
and extendingcoverageto permanentpart-time employes.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsasfollows:

Section 1. The act of September26, 1961 (P. L. 1661), entitled
“An actprovidingfor grouplife insurancefor Stateemployes;estab-
lishing a schedule;providing for payment;providing for reduction
of insuranceupon retirement; authorizingthe Secretaryof Property
and Suppliesto act asexclusiveagentfor the purposeof contracting
for insurance;andproviding for administrationandadvisoryservices
by the Departmentof Property and Supplies,” is reenacted and
amendedto read:

Section 1. GroupLife Insurancefor StateEmployes.—TheDepart-
ment of Propertyand Supplies,with the approvalof the Governor,
with the adviceof the Auditor General,Attorney Generalandof the
InsuranceCommissioner,shallprocurefrom oile or morelife insurance
companies,authorizedto do businessin the Commonwealthof Penn-
sylvania, a policy or policies of group life insurancecovering [full-
time] permanentemployesof the executive, legislative and judicial
branch of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, its commissions,
boards, departments,and authorities. For the purposesof this act,
the term “employes”shall includethe membersof the GeneralAssem-
bly. Eachsuch employein active serviceshallbe eligible for insurance
under sections 1 to 5, inclusive, provided he shall have completed
[six] threemonthscontinuousserviceas such employe.Seasonaland

tion is requestedthe reductionshall take effect on the nextsucceed-ET

Notwithstanding
anything to the contrary in this act, the amountof insuranceof in-
sured employesretired in accordancewith any retirementplan for
Stateemployesshallbe one-halfof the amountfor which the employe
was insured immediately before retirementor two thousanddollars
($2000), whichever is, less, provided in neither caseshall a retired
employe be required to contribute toward the cost of any such in-
surance.] : Provided,That the insurancemayremain in effect during

periods of suspensionandduring continuousperiods of leave of ab-

sencewithout pay which do not exceedtwelve months.

Section5. All Employesto Be AutomaticallyInsured.—Anypolicy
of insurancepurchasedas authorizedin this act shallprovidethat all
employeseligible under the termsof this actwill be automaticallyin-
suredthereundercommencingon the datetheyfirst becameso eligible.
Any employedesiring,not to be so insured shall, on an appropriate
form to be prescribed,give written notice to his employing office that
he desiresnot to be insured.If such notice is receivedbefore theem-
ploye shall havebecomeinsuredunder such policy, he shall not be so
insured;if it is receivedafter he shall havebecome insured,his in-
suranceunder the policy will ceaseeffective with the endof the pay
period during which the notice is receivedby the employing office.

Section6. Secretaryof PropertyandSuppliesto Be Agent.—The
Secretaryof PropertyandSuppliesis herebyauthorized,andhis duty
shall be to transactall businessnecessaryfor the purposeof con-
tracting for insuranceunderthe provisionsof this act,andhispowers
andduties to act in this capacityshall be exclusive.

Amending the act of June 1, 1959 (P. L. 392), entitled “An act relating to the
retirementof State employes;amending,revising, consolidatingand chang-
ing the laws relating thereto,” changingand adding certain definitions,
further providing for membershipand creditedservice,contributions,bene-
fits, duties of State employes and the retirement board, and adding and
removing certain accounts;redefining civilian employesof the Army Na-
tional GuardandtheAir NationalGuardasStateemployesfor the purposes
of membershipas membersof ClassA in the State Employes’ Retirement
System; requiring entployeand employercontributionsand authorizingthe
acceptanceof employercontributionsfrom the Secretaryof the Army and
the Secretaryof the Air Force of the United Statesof America and im-
posing duties upon the State Employes’ RetirementBoard.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:
