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AN ACT

Amending the act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), entitled “An act relating to
alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed beverages;amending,re-
vising, consolidatingand changingthe laws relating thereto;regulatmgand
restricting the manufacture, purchase,sale, possession,consumption, im-
portation, transportation,furnishing, holding in bond, holding in storage,
traffic in anduseof alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt andbrewed bever-
agesand the personsengagedor employedtherein; definingthe powersand
duties of the PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board; providing for the estab-
Iishment and operationof State liquor stores, for the payment of certain
licensefees to the respectivemunicipalities and townships,for the abate-
ment of certain nuisancesand, in certain cases, for search and seizure
without warrant; prescribingpenaltiesand forfeitures; providing for local
option, and repealing existing laws,” authorizing retirement of enforce-
ment officers at age sixty-five.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 209, act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), known
as the “Liquor Code,” is amendedto read:

Section 209. Officers and Investigatorsof the Board to be Peace
Officers; Powers.—Suchemployes of the board as are designated
“enforcementofficers” or “investigators” are hereby declared to be
peace officers and are hereby given police power and authority
throughout the Commonwealthto arreston view, except in private
homes,without warrant,any personactuallyengagedin the unlawful
sale, importation, manufactureor transportation,or having unlaw-
ful possessionof liquor, alcohol or malt or brewed beverages,con-
trary to the provisionsof this actor anyother law of this Common-
wealth. Such officers and investigators shall have power and au-
thority, upon reasonableand probable cause, to searchfor and to
seizewithout warrantor process,exceptin private homes,any liquor,
alcohol and malt or brewed beveragesunlawfully possessed,manu-
factured,sold, imported or transported,and any stills, equipment,
materials, utensils,vehicles,boats,vessels,animals,aircraft, or any
of them,which are or havebeenusedin the unlawful manufacture,
sale, importation or transportationof the same. Such liquor, alco-
hol, malt or brewed beverages,stills, equipment,materials,utensils,
vehicles, boats, vessels,animals or aircraft so seized shall be dis-
posedof as hereinafterprovided.
