AN ACT

SB 1099

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the approval
of the Governor, to acceptby deed, gift or device certain real property in
PunxsutawneyBorough, JeffersonCounty.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section1. TheDepartmentof PropertyandSupplies,with theap-
proval of the Governor,is herebyauthorizedto acceptby deed,gift or
devise, in the nameof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,for use
of the Indiana University of Pennsylvania,any or all of such right,
title or estateas may be availablein and to the following two tracts
of land, in the Boroughof Punxsutawney,County of Jeffersonand
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,boundedanddescribedas follows:

Tract No. 1. Beginningat a point being the southwesterlycorner
of the tract herebyconveyedwhich point is at the easterlyside of
Center Streetand northwesterlycorner of lot now or formerly of
AlexanderFlenner; thence north 7 degrees30 minutes east along
the easterlyside or right-of-way line of Center Street,a distanceof
500 feet to astake;thencesouth82 degrees30 minuteseastthrough
other lands of which this is formerly a part, a distanceof 400 feet
to apoint at lands of R. & P. CoalCompany;thencesouthalongsaid
coal companyland, a distanceof 100 feet to a stakeat lands which
were formerly known as Macaroni Lot (now PunxsutawneySchool
District) ; thence easterly along said coal company line and the
former Macaroni Lot, a distanceof 33 feet to the easterlyboundary
of the larger tract of which this was formerly a part; thencesouth

Excepting and reserving,nevertheless,out of the said tract all
the coal andcoal rights as fully as the samewerepreviouslyexcepted
and reserved.

And being a part of a larger tract of land and lying easterlyof
CenterStreet in saidBoroughof Punxsutawneyandwhich was con-
veyed to the School District of the Borough of Punxsutawney,Jef-
ferson County, Pennsylvania,by deed from the Farmersand Miners
Trust Company,a corporation,datedMay 22, 1941 and recordedin
the Office of the Recorderof Jefferson County, Pennsylvania,on
September8, 1941 in Deed Book Vol. 218, at page550. And also
included in said above tract, a lot of land 50 x 150 feet formerly
known as the Macaroni propertywhich was conveyedto the School
District by deed of the Rochesterand Pittsburgh Coal Company
datedOctober13, 1950, andrecordedNovember6, 1950 in Deed Book
Vol. 274, page320.

Subject to the expresscondition, since this conveyanceis a gift
without monetary consideration,and in event the herein before
describedtract of land and any buildings that may hereafter be
placedthereonshallbe abandonedfor schoolor educationalpurposes,
then in that eventthe said landsand all improvementsthereonshall
revert immediatelyto the SchoolDistrict of the Boroughof Punxsu-
tawneyor its successorsandassigns.

Tract No. 2. Beginning on the south by Winslow Streeton the
west by CenterStreeton the north by McGregorAlley and on the
east by Davis Alley containing four Village lots, numberssixteen,
seventeen,eighteenandnineteen. Eachlot 50 feet front on Center
Streetand runningback 150 feet to Davis Alley, locatedin Gillespie
plot of lots in said Boroughbetweenfoundry andNorth Main Street.

Being the sametract of land conveyedto the Clayville Borough
School District by deed of W. M. Gillespie datedJuly 22, 1890 and
recordedin JeffersonCounty Deed Book Vol. 60, page511.

Section2. The titles to said tractsof real estateshall be taken in
the nameof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniaand shall, before
their acquisition, be approvedby the Departmentof Justice.

Section3. This act shall take effect immediately.
