The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 703, act of June 24, 1931 (P. L. 1206), known
as “The First Class Township Code,” reenacted and amended May
27, 1949 (P. L. 1955), and amended September 17, 1966 (P, L. 527),
is amended to read:

Section 708. Compensation.—Each township commissioner shall
receive a salary of not more than six hundred dollars per year in
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townships having a population of lesg than four thousand, not more
than nine hundred dollars per year in townships having a population
of four thousand and more but less than ten thousand, not more
than twelve hundred dollars per year in townships having a popu-
lation of ten thousand and more but less than fifteen thousand, not
more than two thousand dollars in townships having a population
of not less than fifteen thousand and not more than twenty-five
thousand, and not more than twenty-four hundred dollars in town-
ships having a population in excess of twenty-five thousand. Such
salaries shall be payable monthly or quarterly as full compensation

for the duties imposed by the provisions of this act.

AN ACT
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Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the approval
of the Governor, to convey to the Township of Bensalem, in the County
of Bucks, certain real property located in the township.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Supplies, with the
approval of the Governor, is hereby authorized on behalf of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania, to grant and convey to the Township
of Bensalem, County of Bucks, a tract of land in the Township of
Bengalem, County of Bucks and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
bounded and deseribed according to a plan made by William S. Erwin,
Registered Professional Engineer, Fairless Hills, Pennsylvania, on
the 14th day of July 1967, as follows:

Beginning at a point in the Turnpike’s southern right-of-way line,
which point is normal to and 125 feet distant southerly from Turn-
pike Centerline Station 281 4 19.5, in Bucks County, Delaware River
Extension; thence along the Turnpike southern right-of-way line
south 73 degrees 34 minutes 5 seconds east, a distance of 994.08 feet
to a paint in the western right-of-way line of U. 8. 1; continuing
thence along the Commonwealth U. S. 1 property line, the fol-
lowing courses: by a curve in a southwesterly direckion an arc
length of 87.88 feet, the radius of said arc being 11,519.15 feet, to
a point; thence south 26 degrees 45 minutes 24 seconds west, a dis-
tance of 61.46 feet to 2 point, thence north 63 degrees 14 minutes
