Amending the act of June 1, 1959 (P. L. 392), entitled “An act relating to
the retirement of State employes; amending, revising, consolidating and
changingthe laws relating thereto,” authorizingthe payment of expenses
to ludgesservingoutsidetheir judicial districts.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:

Section1. subsection(4) of section401 act of June1, 1959 (P. L.
392),known asthe “StateEmployes’RetirementCodeof 1959,” added
October5, 1967 (P. L. 355), is amentedto read:

Section 401. SuperannuationRetirement Allowances.—
* * *

(4) Any memberof ClassE or E.1 who has retired, who has either
actively served in such office by virtue of appointment or election
for at leastthirty (30) years continuouslyor otherwiseregardlessof
age, or who has attained the age of seventy (70) years, who has
servedat leastonefull electedtermor ten (10) yearsin the aggregate
as a judge continuously or otherwise, and who shall hold himself
in readinessto advise with his successorand his colleaguesof the
court of which he hadbeena member,and to perform such dutiesas
may be imposedupon him as judge, special master,referee, auditor,
or examiner, in such ways as he may reasonablybe able to do, as
assignedby the Chief Justice of the Suprem~Court, may elect to
receiveduring a period of time equal to the unexpiredportion of his
term or until death,whicheverfirst occurs,a sum equal to the salary
he was receiving immediately prior to his retirement. During the
period that he is receiving such benefits such membershall not be
permitted to practiceas an attorney and shall receiveno additional
compensationfor performing any judicial dutiesexcept expensesas

are provided for judges when serving outsidetheir judicial districts

and retirement benefits as provided herein. Upon expiration of

the aforesaidperiod of time, such membershall be entitled to re-
ceive the benefits,providedby the other provisionsof this act, which
he shall have earnedby his service, including in the computation
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thereofthe periodof time duringwhich he wasreceivingthe benefits
of this section401 (4) andsections301 (5) and 405 (5).

Section2. Subsection(5) of section405 of the act,addedOctober
5, 1967 (P. 1.. 355), is amendedto read:

Section405. Disability Allowances.—
* * *

(5) Any memberof ClassE or E.1, who by reasonof physical or
mental disability, shall becomepermanentlyincapacitatedfrom per-
forming his regular judicial functions or duties, andwho shall hold
himself in readinessto advise with his successorand his colleagues
and perform such duties as may be imposed upon him as judge,
specialmaster,referee,auditor,or examiner,in suchways as he may
reasonablybe able to do, as assignedby the Chief Justiceof the
SupremeCourt, may, irrespectiveof length of serviceor age, retire
andelect to receiveduring a period of time equalto the unexpired
portionof his term or until death,whicheverfirst occurs,asumequal
to the salary he was receiving immediatelyprior to his retirement.
During the period that he is receiving such benefitssuch member
shall not be permittedto practiceas an attorneyandshall receiveno
additional compensationfor performing any judicial duties except
expensesas are providedfor judgeswhenservingoutsidetheir ju-ET
