Section2. Subsection(5) of section405 of the act,addedOctober
5, 1967 (P. 1.. 355), is amendedto read:

Section405. Disability Allowances.—
* * *

(5) Any memberof ClassE or E.1, who by reasonof physical or
mental disability, shall becomepermanentlyincapacitatedfrom per-
forming his regular judicial functions or duties, andwho shall hold
himself in readinessto advise with his successorand his colleagues
and perform such duties as may be imposed upon him as judge,
specialmaster,referee,auditor,or examiner,in suchways as he may
reasonablybe able to do, as assignedby the Chief Justiceof the
SupremeCourt, may, irrespectiveof length of serviceor age, retire
andelect to receiveduring a period of time equalto the unexpired
portionof his term or until death,whicheverfirst occurs,asumequal
to the salary he was receiving immediatelyprior to his retirement.
During the period that he is receiving such benefitssuch member
shall not be permittedto practiceas an attorneyandshall receiveno
additional compensationfor performing any judicial duties except
expensesas are providedfor judgeswhenservingoutsidetheir ju-ET

dicial districts and retirement benefits as provided herein. Upon

expirationof the aforesaidperiod of time, such membershall be en-
titled to receivethe benefitsprovidedby the otherprovisionsof this
act, which he shall have earned by his service, including in the
computationthereoftheperiod of time duringwhich he wasreceiving
the benefitsof this section405 (5) andsections301 (5) and 401 (4).

Section3. The provisionsof this actshall takeeffect immediately
and shall apply to expensespayableto judgeson and after October
5, 1967.

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To provide for an additional law judge of the court of common pleas in the
thirty-ninth judicial district.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvania
hereby enactsas follows:



SESSION OF 1968. Act No. 251 853

Section 1. In addition to the judgesprovided for in the act of
January 8, 1952 (P. L. 1844), entitled “An act to designatethe
several judicial districts of the Commonwealth,as requiredby the
Constitution, and to provide for the election and commissioningof
judges learned in the law for the said districts,” an additional law
judge is hereby authorizedand provided for the court of conunon
pleas of the thirty-ninth judicial district, who shall possessthe
samequalifications which are requiredby the Constitutionand laws
for the presidentjudge of the court of commonpleasof the district
and who shall hold his office for a like term andby the sametenure
and shall havethe samepower, authority and jurisdiction and shall
be subject to the sameduties, restrictionsand penalties and shall
receivethe samecompensationprovided for by law for judgeslearn-
ed in the law as if the sameoffice had beenestablishedin the time
of and subjectto the provisionsof the act of June 1, 1956 (P. L.
1959), entitled, as amended,“An act fixing the salariesand com-
pensationof the Chief Justiceandjudgesof the SupremeCourt, the
PresidentJudgeand judgesof the SuperiorCourt, the judgesof the
courtsof commonpleas,the judgesof the orphans’courts,the judges
of the County Court of Philadelphiaand the judges of the County
Court and Juvenile Court of Allegheny County, certain associate
judgesnot learnedin the law, certain state officers, and the salary
and expensesof the membersof the GeneralAssembly,andrepeal-
ing certain inconsistent acts.”

Section 2. At the municipal election in November 1969, the
qualified electors of the thirty-ninth judicial district shall elect, in
the samemannerprescribedby law for the electionof the president
judge of the court of commonpleasof the district, a competentper-
son learnedin the law t0 serveas additional law judge of the court
of common pleas of the thirty-ninth judicial district from the first
Monday in January1970, for a term of ten years. Vacanciesin the
office hereby createdwhether causedby death, resignation,expira-
tion of term or otherwiseshall be filled in the samemanneras is
requiredby law in caseof a similar vacancyin the office of president
judge of the court.

Section 3. The Governormay appoint a competentperson,learn-
ed in the law, as additional law judge of the court of commonpleas
of the thirty-ninth judicial district to serve until the first Monday
of January1970.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.
