A persen found within a race track enclosure after havin

been refused admission thereto or ejected therefrom shall be guilty

of !a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be sentencéd to
pay_a fine not exceeding_ong Ihggﬂnd dgl]ars_!&]!!QO! or undergo

imprisonment for a term not exceeding six months, or both.
