AN ACT

HB 1084

Amending the act of May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103), entitled “An act concerning
townships of the second class; and amending,revising, consolidating, and
changing the law relating thereto,” further providing for township and
officers’ powersas to real andpersonalproperty.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
herebyenactsas follows:

Section1. ClauseII of section701, actof May 1, 1933 (P. L. 103),
known as “The SecondClassTownship Code,” reenactedandamended
July 10, 1947 (P. L. 1481) and amendedJune 1, 1956 (P. L. 2021),
is amendedto read:

Section701. Suits; Property.—Anytownship of the secondclass
may—

* * *

II. [Purchase,acquireby gift or otherwise,hold, lease,let andcon-
vey such real andpersonalpropertyas shall be deemedto be for the
best interestsof the townships. Such real and personal property
shall be takenand held only for the benefit of the inhabitantsof the
township, and for such objectsandpurposesfor which the township
tax andspecialtax assessmentsare authorizedby law.

No real estateownedby the townshipshall be sold for aconsidera-
tion in excessof five hundred dollars, exceptto the highestbidder
after duenoticesby advertisementfor bids in onenewspaperof the
county. Such advertisementshall be publishednot less than ten
days prior to the datefixed for the openingof bids, andsuchdateand
placefor openingbids shall be announcedin suchadvertisement.The
acceptanceof bids shall be madeonly by public announcementat the
meetingat which bids arereceived. All bids shallbe acceptedon the
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condition that paymentof the purchaseprice in full shall be made
within ten days of the acceptanceof bids.

No township personalproperty shall be disposedof, by sale or
otherwise, except upon approval of the board of supervisors,by
ordinanceor resolution. In caseswherethe boardshallapproveasale
of such property, it shall estimatethe sale value of the entire lot to
be disposedof. If the board shall estimatethe sale value to be two
hundred dollars or more, the entire lot shall be advertisedfor sale
once, In at leastonenewspaperof the county, not lessthan ten days
prior to thedate fixed for the openingof bids, andsuch datefor open-
ing bids shall be announcedin such advertisement,and sale of the
propertyso advertisedshall be madeto the bestresponsiblebidder.

If the supervisorsshall estimatethe sale value to be less than two
hundreddollars, it shall require notice of the proposedsale to be
postedat least ten days in aconspicuousplace inside andon theout-
sideof the building wherethe townshipsupervisorshold their regular
meetings,describingand itemizing the property to be sold and di-
recting that bids may be madethereonat the office or homeof the
townshipclerk. Thereafter,the supervisorsmay sell suchproperty,
in wholeor in part, for thebestpriceor pricesobtainable.

The provisionsof this clauseshall not be mandatorywhere town-
ship property is to be traded in or exchangedfor new township
property.

The provisionsof this clause requiring advertising for bids and
sale to the highestbidder shall not apply where township real or
personalproperty is to be sold to any Authority pursuantto the Mu-
nicipality Authorities Act of 1945.

Any officer who sellsandeachofficer who votesin favor of selling
any townshipproperty, either realor personal,without the provisions
of this section having been complied with, shall be subject to sur-
charge in the amountof any loss sustainedby the townshipby rea-
son of such sale.]

general circulation in the township. Such advertisementshall be

publishedoncenot lessthan ten daysprior to the datefixed for the

openingof bids, andsuchdatefor openingbids shall be announcedin

such advertisement. The acceptanceof bids shall be madeonly by

public announcementat a regular or specialmeetingof the board of

townshipsupervisors. All bids shallbe acceptedon the conditionthat
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paymentof the purchaseprice in full shall be madewithin sixty

daysof the acceptanceof bids

.

Except as otherwisehereinafterprovided in the caseof personal

propertyof an estimatedsalevalue of lessthan two hundreddollars

,

no townshippersonalproperty shallbe disposedof, by sale or other-ET
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wise, except upon approvalof the board of township supervisors,by

ordinanceor resolution. In caseswherethe boardof townshipsuper-ET
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visors shall approveasale of suchproperty, it shallestimatethe sale

value of the entire lot to be disposedof. If the board of township

supervisorsshall estimatethe sale value to be two hundred dollars

or more,the entire lot shall be advertisedfor saleonce,in at least one

newspaperof generalcirculation in the township, not lessthan ten

days prior to the date fixed for the openingof bids, and suchdate

of openingof bids shallbe announcedin suchadvertisement,andsale

of the property so advertisedshall be madeto the bestresponsible

bidder. The board of township supervisorsshall haveauthority, by

resolution,to adoptaprocedurefor the sale of surpluspersonalprop-ET
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erty of an estimatedsale value of less than two hundred dollars

and the approvalof the board of township supervisorsshall not be

requiredfor any individual salethat shall be madein conformity to

such,procedure

.

The provisionsof this clauseshall not be mandatorywhere town-ET
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ship propertyis to be tradedin or exchangedfor new townshipprop-ET
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erty

.

The provisionsof this clauseshallnot prohibit the saleor exchange

of townshipproperty to public utilities

.

The provisionsof this clause requiring advertising for bids and

sale to the highestbidder shall not apply where township real or

personalproperty is to he sold to a municipal authority pursuantto

the Municipality Authorities Act of 1945, or to a nonprofit corpora-ET
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tion engagedin community industrial developmentor where real

propertyis to be soldto apersonfor his exclusiveusein an industrial
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developmentprogram.

Any officer who sellsandeachofficer who votesin favor of selling

HB 1274

Amending the act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), entitled “An act relating to
alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed beverages;amending, re-
vising, consolidating and changing the laws relating thereto; regulatmg
and restricting the manufacture, purchase,sale, possession,consumption,
importation, transportation,furnishing, holding in bond, holding in stor-
age, traffic in and use of alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed
beveragesandthepersonsengagedor employedtherein;defining the powers
and duties of the PennsylvaniaLiquor Control Board; providing for the
establishmentand operation of State liquor stores, for the payment of
certain licensefees to the respectivemunicipalities and townships,for the
abatementof certain nuisancesand, in certain cases,for searchand seizure
without warrant; prescribing penaltiesand forfeitures; providing for local
option, and repealing existing laws,” proyiding for limited wineries and
for thesaleof winesproducedby limited wineries.

Section 1. Section 102, act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), known
as the “Liquor Code,” is amendedby adding after the definition of
“Importing distributor”, a new definition to read:

Section 102. Definitions.—The following words or phrases,un-
lessthe contextclearly indicatesotherwise,shall have the meanings
ascribedto them in this section:

“Limited Winery” shallmeanawinery with amaximumoutput of

fifty thousand(50,000) gallonsper year.
